	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

     In the case of

· Let Ss share their experiences of flight or other transportation in order to ensure those Ss to understand clearly and feel relax.

· Ss may find it difficult to grasp proposed words or come up with new words
· Let Ss work in pairs that they could help each other on problems. 

· Ss may fail to hear the dialogues due to the presenters small voice or/and inaccurate pronunciation & intonation

· Encourage presenters to speak more loud and clear. 

· Let presenters acknowledge correct pronunciation & intonation beforehand.

· Ss may fail to hear the dialogues as the conversation was too fast
· Give Ss a second chance of listening to the dialogue once again.

· The presenters have to pace their speed in the second presentation.

	Instruction
“There are three scripts for three teams. Each team will receive different dialogues. The dialogue is a conversation between the flight attendant and the passenger ordering an inflight meal. These three scripts are dealing with three different likely situations of ordering a food or beverage in the cabin.”
“We will do a role-play in pairs, one being a flight attendant and the other being a passenger.”
“Team A will do the first one, team B will do the second, and the team C will do the third one.”
“Rock, scissors, paper to select who will be a cabin crew and who will be a customer.”
“Prior to begin, read the dialogue and practice well to present in front of the Ss.” (Hand in the scripts (appendix4))

“I will give you 1min for practice. Let’s begin!”
“Okay, let’s see now.”
Demonstration

“From now on, teams will present the conversation in front of class. Please present within 2 minutes.”
“The rest of Ss who are not presenting, please listen carefully and dictate what you listened in the blanks in worksheet.”
(Hand in the blank worksheets (appendix3))

“We will double-check our answers by listening to the dialogue two times. Which means, the presenters must present twice!” (clap clap clap)

ICQ

“How long can you present for?”
(“2 minutes.”)

“What should the rest of the class do while the presenters present?” (“Dictating.”)

“How many times do you get a chance for dictation?” (“2 times.”)

“Great, team A, come on up here. Woah~~~”
Monitoring

See how team A presenting.

If they fail to pace themselves, give a guidance before the second presentation. 

If they present inaccurate pronunciation or intonation, give a guidance before second presentation as well.

See how the rest of the class working on it.

If they struggle, let Ss share their answers.
Or give them some hints to encourage them to work on their own.

Check answers

“How was it? Have you catch all of them?”
“J, what is your answer for the first blank?” (Pick one S to answer, and on and on and on.)

(If the answer is wrong, pick other S to answer the same Q.) “Oh, unfortunately that is wrong answer, K, what is your answer for this? Great!”
(Give time for editing)

“Well done everybody. Have you enjoyed it? Did you find it useful? What expression do you think useful?” (listen to Ss’ answer.)

“Thank you everyone for hard work, and the role-plays! Hope you learned a lot!”

	Instruction
“Here’s a bunch of cards, these are the cards containing useful expressions as well as conversations that we’ve just done before this activity.” (appendix5)
“Work in pairs again, one will give a hint in regards to the expressions or conversations in the cards hidden, and the other will guess and answer to it.”
“As it is not a vocabulary guessing game, the answer can vary, as long as it fits the meaning.”
“You can both use speech & gesture, but never say the sentence itself directly, please try to elicit it as much as possible.”
“Each team will count how many cards they collected in a minute and a half.”
“After 90 seconds, change the bunch of cards with other team, change the role as well, and play again.”
Demonstration

“If the answerer or the questioner struggle on one card too long, there is only one chance to skip that card. But, after using the chance, you have to go on even if it takes ages.”
“I will quickly show you how to play.” (Demonstrate one example by playing with one student.)

ICQ

“How many cards will you answer?”
(“As many as possible.”)

“How long have you got per person?” (“90 seconds.”)

“Do you have any chance for skip the card?” (“Yes!”)

“Oh, how many times?” (“Only once.”)

“Who is the final winner?” (“The one who got the largest number of cards.”)
“Awesome, get started!”
Monitoring

See if Ss understood the topics well.

“Now, time is up! Change the role!”
Time warning again

Conclude lesson
“Who got over five cards? Who got over ten? Who got over twelve?”
“Wow, congratulations! J is the winner!” (Clap clap clap)
