	Let’s play a fun board game!
Instruction
In pairs, each team will have a die and a board piece. One team will begin by rolling the die and going forward the number shown.

Demonstration

For example, if you land on “9:15” the other team will ask “What were you doing at 9:15 a.m.?” 

Then you will pick up a card and read the answer. (e.g. I was riding a horse.) The other team will ask again for a specific reason (e.g. Where were you going? Why were you riding a horse?) 

If the answer is reasonable the team gets to keep the card.

The 2nd question will have a 30sec. time limit. (if necessary, adjust time) 
Instruction
Continue until you reach the final stage and the team with the most cards wins.

We will vote if you think the reason was not good enough. 
ICQ
Does each team have one die and one board piece? (Yes)

How many questions will you be asking for each turn? (2Qs)

Can you ask or answer in a simple past tense? (No)
What tense should you use? (Past continuous)
