	Aims:

· Main aim: Ss will be able to divide adverbs of frequency by ranking them.  
· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to share ideas what they do in free time through conversation activity.
· Personal aim: I want Ss to use more variety adverbs of frequency when they talk. 


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read adverbs on a few worksheets and some sentences on how often do you..? worksheet.
· Listening: Ss will listen teacher’s talk and other students’ opinions. 

· Speaking: Ss will talk about what they do in free time. 

· Writing: Ss will rank the adverbs on the worksheet. 


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: often (some people pronounce the T in often but many others do not.) 
· Lexis: frequency, frequent, frequently 
· Grammar: How often do you…?
· Function: To ask what things to do in free time
· Discourse: conversation  about what Students do in free time


	Assumptions:
· Ss don’t use many different adverbs. 
· Ss may confuse with the position of the adverbs.  


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· Some students may have difficulty ranking the adverbs by themselves.
· Make them work with classmates. 
· Ss might have no idea about the topic.

· Give some lists which Ss can refer to.
