	Aims:

· Main aim: Ss will be able to realize the structure of comparative during speaking
                    and writing on their own.
· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to speak the comparative degree by main-activity.
                                     Ss will be able to guess and find what is more expensive coffee

 by comparing two things at post activity.

· Personal aim: I want Ss to understand and express the comparative degree at my teaching time. I want to speak clearer instructions than before.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will refer to what T wrote on the board at main activity.
· Listening: Ss will listen to T’s instructions and Ss’s comparative sentences.

· Speaking: Ss will speak comparative sentences and opinions watching 2type of                   pictures.

· Writing: Ss will write down what they compare on blind test worksheet.

· Lexis: New vocabularies (bitter, comparative degree, instant, blind test, Go ahead, Go back, miss a turn, dice etc…)
· Grammar: comparative (better, bigger, smaller, more bitter…)

· Function: Give guide (to compare coffees, stores)
· Discourse: pre activity- speaking their opinion during comparing and share

            experience at the coffee stores.
                 Main activity- compare 2picture when you pick cards

                 Post activity- Guess more expensive coffee after taking to partner.


	Assumptions:

· Students already know that how to class is set up and run.
(There are 2 students at each table)

· Students already have ever known all kind of coffees.
· Students already have known sort of comparative degree.
· Students already know Language skill and systems


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· If student confuse structure comparative degree 
· Suggest some example of comparative to understand easily.
· If student doesn’t have ever had coffee before
· Share how flavor is and experience. Try to taste at blind test.

· If students doesn’t understand rule of board game.
· Give more ICQ and demonstrations.
· If activity is late too long 

· T cuts unnecessary part (post activity- instruction2)
