	Aims:

· Main Aim: Students will practice sequencing for a lunch course by choosing the menu card as they read
· Secondary Aim: Students will practice new vocabulary by reading menu

· Personal Aim: Introduce students to a new experience and exposure to New York dining (dining abroad)



	Language Skills:

· Listening: Students will listen to questions, instructions and opinions from other students

· Speaking: Answering and sharing ideas 

· Reading: Menu, related details and contexts

· Writing: Description of the assembled dish (for post activity)



	Language Systems:

· Phonology: Pronunciation of words in Menu 
                   (Dessert/Desert, Prix Fixe, Gazpacho…)
· Lexis: New vocabularies regarding the menu cuisine

· Grammar: Simple past (I think that~)

· Function:  Give response about the given items or situation

· Discourse: Discussion for pair work and generating thoughts



	Assumptions:

· Students are aware of the class set up
· Students are interested in food and lifestyle

· Students intend to travel in the future (summer vacation)


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· If students have hard time answering
· Give clues by eliciting

· If takes more/less time than anticipated

· Adjust time and activity
