· Main aim: Ss will be able to make a dialogue by preparing a role play activity. 
· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to use and practice vocabularies which are relate to banking. 
· Personal aim: I want Ss to know that opening accounts in overseas isn’t hard. 


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read vocabularies on the board and they will read a situation as well. 
· Listening: Ss will listen teacher’s talk and the other team’s role-play.
· Speaking Ss will play a role in front of classmates. 
· Writing: Ss will write pros and cons on the board. 


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: /overseas/ vs /disease/  
· Lexis: deposit, wave, withdraw, debit card (new vocabularies)
· Grammar: Have you ever visited…? 
· Function:  To elicit Ss experience 
· Discourse: conversation about opening an account 


	Assumptions:

· Ss may have experience which made an account in a foreign country. 
· Ss may don’t know the difference between checking and saving account. 


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Ss might don’t have experience about banking. 
· Ask Ss domestic experience

· Ss may feel board if they work by themselves

· Make them work together 

· Ss may be stressful when they do role-play

· Give Ss familiar role and situation

Checking account

A checking account offers easy access to your money for your daily transactional needs and helps keep your cash secure. Customers can use a debit card or checks to make purchases or pay bills. Accounts may have different options or packages to help waive certain monthly service fees. 
Savings account

A savings account allows you to accumulate interest on funds you’ve saved for future needs. Interest rates can be compounded on a daily, weekly, monthly, or annual basis. Savings accounts vary by monthly service fees, interest rates, method used to calculate interest, and minimum opening deposit. 
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
