	Aims:

· Main aim: Ss will be able to pick and obtain useful information from the text (newspaper article)
· Secondary aim: Ss will prepare questions/statements to defeat themselves.
· Personal aim: I want STT up in large and to provide useful contents.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read the newspaper article.
· Listening: Ss will listen to instructions and other Ss opinions.

· Speaking: Ss will debate with other teams.

· Writing: Ss will write down the answers and questions/statements.

· Give them guidance, i.e. provide them certain situation and ask Ss what they will react, etc. Therefore, elicit their ideas more.

“The Simpsons~ Yeah~!”
“What are they doing?” (wait and listen)

“Not sure, but like J said, probably the boy is threatening the girl, because he wants to hide his fault by blocking her mouth.”
“Great. What do you guys come up with?” (wait and write on the board)

“Crime? Threat? Thief?”
“Yes, today our main topic is~ robbery at the bank!”

“What do we call people who stealing something without paying for it?”
“Yes, thief! Robbery!”

“Firstly, we will read a news article about the bank robbery, and based on the information in the article, we will put answers with your partners.”
“Ignore the third part in the worksheet (appendix2). We will do other activity.”
“I will give you 7 minutes to read and answer the questions. Work in pairs.”
ICQ

“What are you going to do now?”
“Do you work alone?”
“How long do you have?”
“Good, let’s begin.”
Monitoring

If Ss are finding answers alone, encourage them to discuss answers with partners

If Ss are struggling, give them some hints or/and let other Ss help

Time warning

“Now, time is up.”
Check answers

“Both team A and B, come out here and write your answers on the board.”
Compare each other’s answers and correct the wrong answers with guidance. 

“Awesome, thanks everyone.”

	Instruction
“Now, instead of the third part of worksheet (appendix2), we will do the alibi game.”
“Team A will be the police team and team B will be the citizen but who is one-party of the criminals.”
“So, the police want to investigate the real spot, asking questions to the citizens who were there at the time of robbery.”
“On the other hand, the citizen who is the other party of criminals, pretend to be a normal person and make alibi for his parties.”
“In team, prepare questions/statements to defeat yourself in the investigation.”
“I will give you 10 minutes to work on it, try to make 7 to 10 statements. The more questions/statements you prepare, the more likely to win this game.”
Demonstration

“If I were police, I might think that citizen is suspicious, as his statement is different from the news. So I will narrow the questions to obtain more specific information.”
“Conversely, if I were that citizen, I not only direct the police to the wrong direction of investigation, but also try not to reveal, i.e. if I give totally weird replies, they will see me as the suspect.”
ICQ

“So! How long do you have?”
“Do you share statements with other teams before debate?”
“As many questions/statements as possible is good?”
“Now, start!”
Monitoring

If Ss do not make sharp questions/statements, encourage them to develop sentence more.

If Ss are struggling with lack of words related to crime or/and lack of ideas for making sentence, let them search for sources on the internet.

Time warning

“10 minutes up!”
Presenting
Make team A&B debate and score.

The more sharp sentence will get a score. 

Conclude lesson

“Well done everybody. Did you enjoy the activities?”
“I hope you enjoyed and learned a lot. Thank you for participation and see you next time~”
