· Secondary aim : Ss will be able to learn vocabulary and expressions on the plane

· Personal aim : I want to make an environment  Ss can actively participate in so that a retention rate increases and immersion. 



	Language Skills:
· Speaking : Ss will do a role-play and answer teacher`s questions and pair conversation.

	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:
· Students know language systems and four language skills

· Students have been exposed to listening to some dialogues

· Students are actively participating in the class.

· Most of the Ss already have experiences to take a plane.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If the student may not understand the passage and script easily

· →repeat the tracks again until Ss get the sense of the content

· If may not be able to pick up details for the listening.
· →repeat the parts over and over again(pause-play-pause-play)

· If there is not enough time,

· →shorten the post activity and cut off  the whole class sharing

· If there are too much time,
→Give Ss extra time to communicate and share ideas with each other. Teacher may spend more time answering the Ss’ questions or give them extra works.
→Make some sentences together using the Vocabulary them a writing
