	Aims:
· Main aim: Students will improve on listening skills through listening and sharing the information from the recordings. 

· Secondary aim: Students will be able to understand an emergency situation and make 911 calls.
· personal aim: I want students to remember the lesson, and stay calm during an emergency.



	Language Skills:
· Listening: Students will listen to a recorded audio. 

· Speaking: Students will discuss and share the information from the audio. 

· writing: Students will take notes from a recording and summarize the story. 
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	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If students have any difficulties understanding the recordings

--> let the students hear it as many times as they want.

· If some students have hard time expressing themselves
--> give them some time to think and let others go first. (don't give them any pressure)
· If students are having trouble sharing the information 
-->monitor them as they work in pairs and give out advises.

- Who do you think committed the crime?

- What are they doing? 

- What would you have done if you were in an emergency? 
Additional explanation

 (explain what really happened of the photos)

The first picture is a photo of a protestor in New York, 2012, May 1st. People were protesting about social and economical inequality, greed, and corruption.

The second picture is a photo of people gathering at a memorial for victims of Orlando  night club shooting. 
Model

Write the subject "What to do in emergency" on the board.

Monitoring 

Walk around class to see if students are not having any trouble. If students look lost give them help. 

Time warning:

When there are only a minute left let the students know that they have only a minute left. Be flexible with time. If students finish early move on, or if they need more time to finish give them another minute to finish.  
"Time is up!"

	Prediction
" As you guessed already today's topic is about crime and emergency."

Instruction & Listening to the audio file
 " I will hand out a piece of blank paper and everyone and an another piece of blank paper for every pair. Half of the class will listen to audio file 1 and the other half will listen to audio file 2. Each recordings have news reports about a bank robbery. While listening to the audio file feel free to take notes on the blank piece of paper I gave everyone. You can hear it as many times as you want. After hearing the audio file find a person who listened to the different story as you and write a summary of the other person's story and the suspect's description on the blank piece of paper. Be sure to include where it happened too. You will have about 15mins to finish."
 (Send audio file 1 to five students and send audio file 2 to another five students.)

Monitoring
Walk around the class while students are working together. If any students need help, give them advices. Check if the students are on the right track. 
"Ok , your time is up! Lets share what everyone has heard."

 Instructions

Discuss about a situation where you might have to call 911 and act as if you are really calling 911. You and your partner will not face each other but instead you two will seat back to back, as you present the class with your own dialogue."

Monitoring

Listen to the students. Do not make corrections in the middle of their presentation. 

Feedback
After every pair, give them positive feedbacks. Encourage students that they did well. Only make corrections if a major concept is wrong. 

3. Conclude Lesson

Summarize today's lesson by going over the vocabularies. Also the minor mistakes made during the presentations should be mentioned and corrected at this time. 
" Well done! Please remember our lesson in case of emergency, and don't panic! Thank you for participating in class and see you next class!"
