	Aims:
· Main aim : Ss will be able to improve their speaking skills by conversation  to the others.
· Secondary aim : Ss will be able to learn vocabulary such as various character traits` adjectives.
· Personal aim : I want to make an environment  Ss can actively participate in so that let Ss know what is a slight difference in the shade of meaning between the personality and character. 



	Language Skills:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If the student may not understand a slight difference in the shade of meaning between the personality and character.
· → The teacher will explain some specific features and definition with example sentence.
· If there is not enough time,

· →shorten the post activity and cut off  the whole class sharing

· If there are too much time,
→Give Ss extra time to communicate and share ideas with each other. 
→Teacher may spend more time answering the Ss’ questions or give 
them extra works.
→Make some sentences together using the Vocabulary them a writing

Eliciting

(presenting  the images for eliciting)

e.g.( black coffee, Latte, cold and sweet coffee, cappuccino)

How many times do you usually drink coffee a day?

(point out the students)

Modeling
According to “The Independent “ which is a British online newspaper,  a new study reveals the personality traits of caffeine lovers. 

First of all, let me ask you , what is a slight difference in the shade of meaning between the personality and character?

(writing or attaching comparison chart on the board) 
 (preparing comparison chart)

Both are pretty much the same…personality is more common to say, and character is more common when talking about someone`s morals.

So personality is more about describing a person overall.

For example,
 “I am a good judge of character” It means I can tell if someone has good morals, attitude, and is a good or bad person.
“she has a good personality”
Hmm…this is actually very difficult to explain.

Therefore personality is when we can say general nature and character is when we can use a little more grandiose word.

Script

What does your coffee say about you?
A New study reveals personality traits of caffeine lovers

Every morning in the UK, caffeine lovers drink 70 million cups of coffee. 
But drinking coffee does not only give you energy in the early morning. The type of coffee that you like to drink can also reveal a lot about your personality, according to a new study.

 Clinical  psychologist  Dr Ramani Durvasula analysed 1,000 coffee lovers and looked at (examined) common character traits, for example patience, perfectionism, friendliness, sensitivity and social confidence.

In her results, Dr Durvasula found that people who prefer black coffee have a tendency to prefer the simple life. However, they can also sometimes be ruder and more impatient than the other groups. And they dislike changes. 

In contrast, latte drinkers typically want to please other people, but they can also be slightly moodier than black coffee drinkers.
‘Perfectionist’ cappuccino drinkers seem to have the most demanding personalities. According to Dr Durvasula's research they tend to be more controlling and obsessive than the other groups. They also tend to be the most sensitive group, and they can be very health-conscious. 

Instant coffee drinkers seem to be much more laid-back than the other groups. They often delay things that they need to do.

 Finally, people who prefer their coffee cold and sweet were considered to be socially confident 'trend-setters' who are sometimes impulsive.
