           -Ss know language systems and four language skills

           -Ss is unfamiliar to learn the terms related with job interview. 



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

    -If all students don’t have time to talk evenly 
    -> Call the student’s name who couldn’t have a chance to talk 
    -If several students fear to announce in front of people

   -> Encourage them to speak 

   -If student don’t know understand the questions which I give,

->Repeat the instructions once again and then encourage him/her to join the team

Eliciting

Modelling 
The pictures are described in job interview. After graduation, we apply for the job. If our ability and skills are appropriate for the company, we have a chance to attend a job interview. Today we are going to learn useful expression we can use at a job interview. 
(Write down the topic on the board) 
CCQ

Do you apply for the job to enter the company?  
Does company invite you if your skills are suitable? 

2. New Vocabulary 

(Write vocabularies on the board) 

Instruction
I will show you five flash card one by one. Look at the sentences on the flash card and match the word which I wrote on the board. 
ICQ 
Do you match the proper word with the meaning of sentence? 
Demonstration

Let’s together number 1. First, we are going to speak sentence loudly. This meaning is ‘a written overview of a person's experience and other qualifications’. What word can be matched with this vocabulary on the board? Very good. Let’s get it next one together. 
(Repeat the same for the other 4 flash card)  

After checking answer, do complement. 
3. CCQ 

“If we complete university or college, what can we call the degree?”

“If we are chance to invite job interview, what can we bring in job fair?”

	1. Role play 
Instruction

“Let’s do it role playing game”. I will give you a paper to you. Everyone is ready to interview now. An environment is a job fair and we need that one person is employer and another person is employee. 
(Hand out activity sheets to the employer and employee activity sheets) 

Now after short greeting or introduction, first employer will ask the employee and then conduct the five questions on the worksheet. Can you see the list on the left side? And employee will answer based on their information on the right side. When you are finished, employee will ask the questions on the worksheet and employee will respond answer. I will give you 5 min. 
Demonstration

I am an employer and ask to employee “Could you spell your name please?” and employee answers “Cleopatra Jones”.

How many times can we play speaking?

Do we work individually? 

Monitoring 

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions. Correct immediately if a student grammatically incorrect. 
“Ok, everybody, the time is up, 
everyone is mostly perfect and good job. We understand the useful expressions and practice sentences”
