	Aims:
· Main aim : Ss will be able to improve their grammar skills by listening to the beautiful south’s song “A Little Time”.
· Secondary aim : Ss will be able to know the form of the tag question by teacher’s explanation and substitution table.
· Personal aim :Ss will be able to practice the tag question by answering concept check questions and completing  the worksheets and reviewing the board game. I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learner. Also, I want to improve on my ICQ delivery and on my explicit CCQ.

	Language Skills:
· Speaking : Ss will practice activities such as the board game.

· Listening : Ss will listen to the song , teacher’s instructions, explanation and classmate’s ideas. 

· Reading : Ss will read worksheets to answer questions
· Writing : Ss will be engaged in writing through worksheets answer  with fill in the blanks.


	

	Language Systems:
· Phonology : drilling
· Lexis : comparative auxiliary verb and  general verb
· Grammar : use of “Tag questions”
· Function : Asking Ss regarding the tag questions’ several verb such as Be verb, Do verb, Have verb, Auxiliary verb
· Discourse : Using  various expressions concerning  the tag questions



	Assumptions:
· The learners as an adult already have the back ground knowledge about basic skills using English
· The learners already have learned a declarative sentence and several verbs..
· Students are actively participating in the class.

· The learners know the past modals.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If the student may have difficulty in understanding the meaning
· → The teacher will explain some specific features and definition with example sentence.
· If there is not enough time,

· →shorten the post activity and cut off  the whole class sharing

· If there are too much time,
→Give Ss extra time to communicate and share ideas with each other. 
→Teacher may spend more time answering the Ss’ questions or give 
them extra works.
→Make some sentences together using the Vocabulary them a writing

Instruction
The tag question is a special grammatical structure. It is a statement followed by a tag or a mini tag question.
We add a tag at the end of some statements to get a response.

There are a few rules to make a tag.

1) use the same auxiliary verb found in the statement.
2) If there is no auxiliary verb, use do, does, and did.

3) If the statement is in positive form, make a negative tag but if the statement is in negative, make a positive tag.

4) Remember that the statement and the tag are always separated by a comma.

Now , I`ll hand out board game paper and dice.
