	Aims:

· Main aim: Students will be able to enhance their reading skills and to acquire practical vocabularies and expressions about eating out. 

· Secondary aim: Students will be able to share various opinions of their experiences about eating out with others. 
· Personal aim: Students will be able to read restaurant menu in English speaking countries. 


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read a restaurant menu and solve two sets of reading comprehension questions.

· Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s questions and other students’ ideas. 
· Speaking: Students will answer teacher’s questions and conduct a role-play.
· Writing: Students will make memos.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: / krɪsp/ (Crisp) vs / krʌɪsɪs/ (Crisis)
· Lexis: new vocabularies about foods. (Crisps, Shortbread, Soft drinks…)
· Grammar: be served with, come with 
· Function: notification and request
· Discourse: ordering foods 


	Assumptions:
· Students know language systems and four language skills.  
· Since students are adults, they have diverse experiences on eating out.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If students need linguistic help to express their opinions during role play, give them linguistic support by providing definitions and proper examples.

· If the students use grammatically incorrect phrases, let them talk, not intervene and fix the errors later.

1. Brainstorming
Eliciting

Put restaurant images on the board.

“What is the most important task when you visit restaurants?”
Write students’ answers on the board and circle the words related with the topic.
Modeling 

“OK, today, we are going to learn how to read a restaurant menu.”
Write To read a restaurant menu on the board.
“Why do we have to learn it?”
Additional explanation
“In order to read the menu, we have to know some names of the food.”
2. Introducing new vocabulary 
Instruction
“I will give you a worksheet.”
Distribute the worksheet #1.
“Write the name of the food in the boxes below the picture.”
Demonstration

“Let’s do the first image together. What is it? Find a word from a bigger box.” (It is soft drinks.)
“Work together with your pair. I will give 2mins to finish.”
ICQ
“Are you working in groups or in pairs?” 
“How much time do you have?

“Let’s begin”
Monitoring
Monitor discreetly. Answers students if they ask questions.
Check answers
“Let’s check the answers together. (Ss’s name), what is the second food?”
If he/she says a wrong answer, “Do you have another idea?” to the class.

“What is BLT sandwiches?” 

(“It is abbreviation of Bacon, Lettuce and Tomato sandwiches.”)

“The synonym of crisps is chips.”
Teach how to pronounce crisps to students. 

“Do you know what paninis and shortbread are made of?” 
“Paninis are grilled sandwiches. The bread is cut and filled with cheese, ham, mozarrella, salami, or other food, and often served warm.” “Shortbread is a traditional Scottish cookie. It is a kind of biscuits that you can find KFC. Its flavor is generally sweet.”

	1. Reading comprehension 
Instruction
“I think you are able to read a menu and order some dishes.” “I will give a very typical restaurant menu in the UK and another worksheet.” 
Distribute #2 and #3.

“Read the menu carefully and solve two sets of questions. One is True and False, and the other is recommendations.” 

Demonstration 
“Let’s do number 2 together.” “(Ss’s name), please read number 2.” Is it true or false?” “When does dinner start?”
“And let’s look at number 10.” “(Ss’s name), please read number 10.” “So… your suggestion is….mineral water.”
“The last question is totally up to you.”
“I will give you 4mins. Work with your partner.”
ICQ 

“Do you have to read the menu?”
“Are you working in group or in pairs?”

“How much time do you have?

“Let’s begin.”
Monitoring

Monitor discreetly. Answers students if they ask questions.
Check answers
“Let’s check the answers together. OK, (student’s name) number 1 please” “How did you know?”
If he/she says a wrong answer, “Do you have another idea?” or “Do you agree with him/her?” to the class.

“You can make any situation you want with this menu.” 
Demonstration

Turn Powerpoint file on.

“Here is an example.” “Team 1 is Customer A and team 2 is Customer B. I am a waiter. Please read your part.”
“I will give you 6mins for role-playing and each team will come here and show your acting.” 
ICQ
“Do you have to follow this conversation?”
