	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:

· Students can speak in English but not very accurately

· Students already know that the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· Students know they should speak only English in the class


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may have different pace in use English of each skill
→ Students can listen one more, If they didn’t understand 
→ Students work in pair
· If students need more time to finish their discuss
      → Be flexible with the time. But if discuss time would be long, it would be individual activity for presentation from about 4 volunteers
· If students finish their activity early (SOS plan)

→ Give students an extra comprehension question worksheet
