	Aims:
· Students will be able to vocabularies about ‘At the airport’
· Students will be able to practice common expressions used while talking to the airport by drilling
· Students will doing a role-play
· Teachers can elicit about students knowledge




	Language Skills:

· Listening : drilling, following instructions and role-play 
· Speaking : role-play, group discussion
· Reading : dialogue
· Writing : changing the underlined words, role-play



	Language Systems:

· Phonology & Lexis : ticket, passport, baggage, cabin crew or flight attendant
· Grammer : what, how information questions ( I have reservation on the 10 o’clock flight to Honolulu. do you have any baggage? Is the flight on time? Etc.)
· Discourse : dialogue 



	Assumptions:
· Students know most of words in the dialogue
· Students have experience to go abroad
· Students speak in English but not very accurately 

· Students are active, not passive 


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· If students easy to understand key vocabulary
: give them further examples or give them extra worksheet (for extra time)
· If students have trouble with drilling practice
: read the dialogue more slowly

Check vocabulary words and make answers. 
	Prediction
Let’s imagine that you are at the airport. What should you prepare? What questions can you expect? I’ll give you 2min. please brainstorm with your group. 

CCQ

Do you work alone? What should we do?

(Run task –monitor)

Elicit Ss ideas- answers : (do you have any baggage? Is the flight on time? Where are you going? Etc.)
Vocabulary 

(explain the meaning of the following words)
Ticket (show flight ticket picture)

A paper slip or card indicating that it’s holder has paid for or is entitle to specified service, right or consideration.

CCQ

When do you need ticket?

Do you usually use your ticket at concert hall or at school?

Passport (show passport picture)

What is this? (elicits Ss response), This is a passport (write pass and port separately on board)

‘Pass’ mean to go through ‘port’ means airport or ocean. You need to show your passport when you enter or leave a country.  It is an I.D card.

CCQ

When do you need your passport?

Do you usually your passport at a bus or at airport?

Baggage (show baggage picture)

What is this? (elicits Ss response), this is a baggage (show both big bag and small bag)

It is totally different size bags but it is called baggage.

CCQ

When do you need your baggage? 
flight attendant
who is she? (elicits Ss response), yes. She is flight attendant. And It is mean a person who assists passenger in an aircraft. 

And can I speak funny story? some of flight company can’t use cabin crew in a cabin from the regulation but some of company can use flight attendant in a cabin. So if you confused when you called flight attendant, you can call her flight attendant. Is that funny?

When do you need call to flight attendant?

Do you usually called in a cabin or at the market?

	1. Dialogue drilling (controlled practice)
This is a conversation between two people at the airport 

(distribute the dialogue)

Look at the text, first just listen!

(teacher read)

Now, repeat after me.

Now, practice with a partner, read it. 
Once as a crew and once as customer.

I’ll give 2 min, try to memorize the script while practice
CCQ

What should we do?

( run the task, monitor and correct Ss if they make errors)
2. Changing the words or phrases

Work with the same partner. Change the underline words or phrases. I’ll give you 2 min. (demonstrate by reading the dialogue and changing the underlined words.)
CCQ

What do you have to do?

How much time do you have?

3. Role-play (free production)
Now, we are going to do a real practice. You will be a customer or cabin crew. Read the dialogue carefully and follow the instructions. I’ll show you what to do.
(demonstrate with a Ss volunteer)

You have 5 min. work in partner. You will share your acting to your classmate.
CCQ

What should you do?

How much time do you have?

(run the task. Monitor and help Ss as needed. Have pairs. Perform their role play in front of class. Take note of any noticeable errors Ss make with the new expression learned today.)
