	Aims:

- Ss will be able to prepare the job interview in their real world.
- Ss will learn useful vocabularies and expression for the job interview.
- Ss will be able to learn the skills of interview.
- Ss will gain confidence at the interview


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Ss will listen to the job interview and specific conversation.
- Speaking: Ss will demonstrate virtual job interview.
- Reading: Ss will read questionnaire of interview.
- Writing: Ss will create and write own questionnaire for role-play. 


	Language Systems:

- Phonology & Lexis: major, strengths, weakness, personality, short term goal.
- Grammar: past tense, present perfect tense, lots of adjectives.
- Discourse: demonstrate a job-interview through a role-play.


	Assumptions:
- Ss have ever had a job interview.
- Ss are interested in a job interview in English.
- Ss will need to prepare a job interview
- Ss speak in English but not very accurately.

- Ss know each other well and are familiar with pair work.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

- Ss can’t make the questionnaire well.
Solution: Show them some example Q&A
- Ss are too shy to do role-play

  Solution: Teacher does modeling before they start.

Today, we are going to learn how to do the job interview and some tips of it.
It will help you for the real interview in the future.
(Elicit interesting from the Ss and give reason for today’s task to Ss)

	1. Read an interview Q&A aloud clearly  (Top down)
(Distribute interview Q & A dialogue worksheet)
Instruction

There are 5Q in the worksheet.
Each question has 2 answers.

Make two groups and one group is interviewer and another group is interviewee.
1st time, interviewer group ask the question and interviewee group answer A1 together.  When you get through all the questions, switch the role but interviewee answer A2.
CCQ

How many questions do you have?
Are you working with pair or group?

2nd time, does interviewees answer A1 or A2?
(Run the task)
2. Vocabulary (Bottom up)
Strength (Write it on the board)

What does it mean?
Yes, it means strong point physically or mentally.
For example, ‘strength and weakness’

What are you good at?  
Demonstration
For example, if I were asked what strengths are, my strengths are

I am active and I have a positive personality.
Procrastinate (Write it on the board)

What does it mean? What is the synonym?
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The synonyms are Postpone, delay and etc.
If you procrastinated and didn’t complete your homework, can you submit your homework on time? Or not?
Hire (Write it on the board)

Have you ever watched American reality program ‘The Apprentice’

Donald Trump introduced the show

The end of every episode, he said you are ‘Fired’!

Hire is an antonym of ‘fire’
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you.
For example, you are looking for a job.
Do you want to be hired or fired?
We learned some key words, now let’s listen the dialogue together.

(Play the dialogue)
