( play the video) 

Alright!

So was the story interesting?

Please look at the screen here,( showing the screen with questions)
There are some questions about their story.

(OTB) 

What did they talk about?

Was there anything wrong with the guys over the weekend?

If so, what were they?

How did the mother feel?

Why was the father frustrated

Now with your partner, you need to talk about the questions together.

I will give you 3 mins to talk about it.

Modeling:
For example, look at the first question there.

Please read the question for me all together?

(Ss read it out)

Then what is the answer?

Yes…( T talks about the answer)

CCQ:
How much time are we going to have?

Are you working alone or with partner?

( Monitor discreetly)

( if Ss need more time, allow extra 2 mins then  deduct time for post-activity)

Alright! Did everyone get the right answer?

( T points out each team to answer to question.)

Showing analyzing form on the screen.
So now you get the point of the day right?

We are going to learn about past tense.

What is the past tense?

Is it important?
Why is using past verbs important?

Yes. To talk about something that happened already in the past, we have to use appropriate tense.
 Good.

Let’s have a look here. ( T indicate the screen)
What is the past form of each Be verbs?

That’s right.

I will show you how be verbs are used in sentences. 

(Showing an examples on the Screen.)

Please read the story for me?

So we got the point here.

The past from of be verb are was and were.

This time, let’s talk about “general verbs.”
Unfortunately there are 2 kinds of general verbs.

Some of the verbs are called regular verbs and the others are irregular verbs.

There is not such a specific and clear rules for it. So we need to learn by heart. 

(OTB) 

T shows regular verb on the screen.

Let’s take a look the screen all together.
Please repeat after me. 

( T speaks all the words on the screen one by one and Ss repeat)

Good job every one!

I will show you irregular verbs this time.

Let’s take a look the screen all together one more time.
Please repeat after me again.

( T speaks all the words on the screen one by one and Ss repeat)

Then! Let’s transform them into Negative and Question.

Modeling :

For example, we have one sentence here.

“ I went to see a concert”

We need to transform it into Negative.

How? (Asking a question to Ss)

Alright! I didn’t go to see a concert.

What about question?

Did I went to ~~ 

Great.

I will give you 4 mins.

Work in pairs, choose 5 words there.

And transform them into N and Q.

CCQ:
How much time are we going to have?

Are you working alone or with partner?

( Monitor discreetly)
