· think of how they will use a day if they only got one week


	Language Skills:

· Speaking: communicate each other by using first conditional
· Writing: fill out the blanks of correct verb
· Listening: listen to the classmates’ using first conditional in sentences 
· Reading: read the practice worksheet


	Language Systems:
· Grammar: use of first conditional
· Lexis: meaning of the idioms in the song ‘count on me’
· Function: how to make related sentences to others with using first conditional


	Assumptions:
· Ss are around age 30

· Ss have learned zero conditional in the previous class


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Ss may not remember zero conditional which they learned last week
· Ask the Ss who is aware of it and model it for them

· Ss may have difficulties completing the worksheet of first conditional
· Help Ss to figure out but don’t give answers right away

· Ss may not learn the idioms perfectly 
· Go over the words again

CCQs

(Explain the idioms)

Introduction

Can we have three volunteers to make a sentence of each word? One person can make a sentence of stuck in, and the other person can make a sentence of find someone lost in, another person can make a sentence of toss and turn  (Modeling included)

Kate, you can start now, and Jay will make a sentence.
(Finish up the activity.)
