	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

- Ss can’t understand the meaning of each prepositions
Solution: Show them modeling.
- If Ss need more time to finish their activity
  Solution: give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.
