· To be able to understand the authentic reading material by doing both top-down and bottom-up activities
· To be able to understand new vocabulary in context
· To practice speaking by sharing their experience about addiction 


	Language Skills:

· Speaking: Creating a sentence with new vocabulary. Sharing own experience to partner and partner’s experience to class
· Reading: Reading articles about negative effect of smartphone overuse on children  and research results
· Listening: Watching short video clips about smartphone addiction and listening partner’s experience


	Language Systems:
· Lexis/ Pronunciation: Compel, Trigger, Engross, Snappy, Tether
· Function: Understand the reading material (research results) and delivering partner’s experience to other Ss
· Discourse: Sharing own experience with partner/ class and asking questions to others


	Assumptions
· Ss have heard of smartphone addiction and some Ss are heavy smartphone users
· Ss can express their experience and opinions on addiction
· Ss are commuting by public transportation


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Ss may require more time for reading --> Before the reading, talk about the key words and allow them to have enough time
· Ss may have difficulties in finding the area in which they are addicted --> Ask them to find someone they know and think about what you are told 
· Class may run short of time --> Shorten the post activity by sharing their opinion only with their partners
