· Phonology: Word stress

	Assumptions:

· Students know the importance of happiness

· Students know basic present and past tense
· Students may not want to tell their age



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If students need linguistic help to express their opinions during discussion 

> give them linguistic support by providing definitions and some examples.
· If some students keep quiet for fear of upsetting other people during discussion

       > encourage them to speak and advise them to be clear about their point.

· If certain students dominates the discussion
       > ask them to give other students a chance to speak.

“Let’s work on the new vocabulary before listening.”
