	Aims:
· Ss will be able to practice the “If-clause” conditional sentences while questioning other
     Ss  of their Ranking activity.
· Ss will work cooperatively in a group by sharing opinions that is unique to each student.
· Ss will learn new vocabulary and Idiom related to Ranking activity and Recruiting activity
 so that Ss will be able to use them in their real life.

· Ss will be able to speak fluently by giving their opinions to discuss and agree on a joint 
ranking. And Ss will get more confidence to handle communication situations they may
encounter beyond the classroom. 


	Language Skills:
· Speaking : Asking and answering during two activities : discussion and agreement
· Listening  : Ts’ elicitation, instruction, other Ss’ responses and opinions in discussion

· Reading   : Worksheet

· Writing     : Fill in the blanks in the worksheet#2(Club recruitment flyer)


	Language Systems:
· Phonology : correct pronunciation of vocabulary(perk, clause, modal, /θ/(health)

· Function : asking for other Ss’ ranks, choice reasons, giving information
· Lexis : perk up, recruit

· Discourse :  discussing each other’s opinion, new information, priority, logical reasons.

· Grammar : “If-clause” conditional sentences


	Assumptions:
· Ss already know how the class is set up and run(there will be 3 or 4 Ss at each group)

· Ss may already know the new vocabulary and grammar

· Ss enjoy the activity


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If some Ss keep quiet for fear of upsetting other people during discussion 
⇒ encourage them to speak and advise them to be slowly and be clear about their opinions /  suggest an example questioning sentence. 

· If some Ss dominate the discussion ⇒ ask them to give other Ss a chance to speak
· If some Ss may try getting into groups during the activity ⇒ monitor and split Ss up
         who is doing this.

	[ Activity 1 ]
Instructions
Any time you’re feeling down, you have two options: 1) keep doing what you’re doing, or 2) do something to try and pick yourself back up. Sometimes number 2 isn’t so easy, though.  So, Let’s do this ranking activity, and find out some good ideas. 
- I’ll be giving each of you a ranking activity sheet.  
Then, Read and put them in the order of priority or popularity individually

You have 3 minutes. 

- And then, share your opinions in your group, then, 
try to come to an agreement on a joint ranking.  And choose the top 3 priority. (top 1,2,3)  
  You have 7 minutes.
ICQs
- Will you do this ranking activity individually at first?  (yes)
- How much time do you have for individual work? (3min)
- After individual work, Will you discuss & rank items in your group? (yes)

- How much time do you have for group working?  (7min)

Okay.  Very good.
<Instructions>
Now, before we do Ranking activity, I’ll introduce a few terms. 

Vocabulary

(Write  ‘perk up’ on the board)
- Has anyone heard of this word?  Can you tell me what it means?
Yes, ‘perk’ is used as a noun and verb.
-Yes, ‘perk’ means a special advantage or benefit as a noun. 
- Second, when it is used as verb, usually followed by ‘up’.  Like   ‘perk up’

- This  means, to become more active, more lively  after depression or sickness.
- And It also means, to make someone more cheery or refreshed
(approach one student with holding a cup, and talk..)
CCQs
“Oh, Amy!  You look tired? (yes)   Do you need something to perk up your mood?   (yes)
All right. guys!  What is good for her to become more active?  (coffee, chocolate…)   You guys said ‘coffee’
- Hey.Amy! Try this one.This fresh coffee will perk up your mood.

(Write ‘recruit’ on the board)

T: Has anyone heard of this word?  Can you tell me what it means?  Yes, ‘recruit’ means to persuade someone to become a new member of an organization.
CCQs    (→ can be skipped by time limits)
- “Hey guys!  Do you know ‘Candy’s kindergarten is recruiting new teachers?  (No..)

Yeah.. They’re recruiting three English teachers.

- What is Candy’s kindergarten doing?
 (Ss : They are recruiting English teachers)
<Instructions continued>
(Hand out ‘ranking activity’ sheet to everyone)
- Now, we will do ranking activity.  
 Assuming you are feeling down, then, what do you want to do to improve your moods?  You can rank the items as the priority or popularity.
- First,  read and rank the items in the order of priority or popularity individually.  But you don’t have to rank all items.  You can just rank top 3 items.  You will have 3 minutes.

- Next, make in group with 3 or 4 people.                      And discuss about rankings, reasons for your choices.
  And try to come to an agreement on a joint ranking.  
And  choose top 3 items.    
You will have 7 minutes for this.
- Remember ~ Your task is to agree on the rankings through discussion & agreement. 

ICQs
- How much time do you have for individual working at first? ( 3min)
- Will you discuss & choose the top 3 items in group?  (yes)
- How much time do you have for grouping working? (7min) 
Okay.  Let’s get started!
(Proceeding Activity 1)
<Monitoring>
(Check  the number of Ss groups → 3 or 4 per one group)
(While monitoring, Ts write Ss’ errors & target grammar on the board)

 - And here, group 1, 2’ role is “potential customers(members)”  So, If you find your favorite club, give them your application form.

- You have 7 minutes.(First 2 mins, write more things on the blanks such as slogan, membership fee, time, places, major activity/  the rest 5 mins, do the role play)

Error correction

(pointing out the board)
『If I am feeling down, I will watch a funny movie. 』
Could you read this sentence loudly?
Yes, thanks.
①Type I (real conditional)
『If I am feeling down, I will watch a funny movie. 』
This is “If-clause”.   

The form is 『if + present simple,  will-future
(main clause: Modal+infinitive:a verb form)』

 * modal: can, may, will
 We use ‘type I’ to talk about a condition that could possibly become true in the present or the future. 
So, the condition is “Maybe I will be feeling down later”
----(if only extra time, can explain 2,3 type)---- 

② Type II (unreal condition – present)
was feeling down,   would watch 
The form is  『if + simple past, would + infinitive』
We use type II to talk about present or future conditions that are unreal – they are not true or not likely to become true in the future.
So, the condition is “I know I am not  feeling down”

③ Type III (unreal condition – past)
   had been feeling down,   would have watched 
The form is ‘ if + past perfect, would have + past participle』
We use type III to talk about a past condition that is unreal – it did not take place. 
So, in this case the condition is “I wan not feeling down”
