	Language Skills:

	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If students find the vocabularies too difficult, 
→  Explain them the definitions more clearly with eliciting or giving synonyms
·  If some students find the topic hard or abstruse 
→  Encourage them to listen the video again and connect the ideas to the worksheet. 
·  If some Ss struggle to respect or understand other’s ideas and response, 
→  Give Ss advice that we can have different point of views and ideas.
