	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If students do not understand words in role play sentences
>  teach them the meaning of words.
· If some students keep quiet for fear of upsetting other people during discourse
       > encourage them to speak and advise them to be clear about their point.

· If certain students dominates the discourse
       > ask them to give other students a chance to speak.
