	Aims:
▶ Main aim: Students will be able to understand how to read to others depending on age.
▶ Personal aim: I want to encourage students to actively participate in reading during class especially while working on worksheets to fully understand how to read to others.



	Language Skills: 
▶ Speaking: Students will practice reading to others.
▶ Writing: Students will know when to use emotion/teaching reading skills when reading.
▶ Listening: Students will listen to other students’ opinions.
▶ Reading: Students will read one students opinions.
▶ Grammar: Students will properly understand reading and grammar.


	Language Systems: 
▶Phonology: Correct pronunciation of Literature “/ˈlidərəCHər,ˈlidərəˌCHo͝or/” 
▶Lexis: How to Read Literature to Children.
▶Function: Giving information of how and when to use emotion when reading to children
▶Discourse: Asking questions and answering 


	Assumptions:

▶ Ss will need to practice reading with emotion, level of emotion, and how to.
▶ Ss will need practice reading out loud.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

▶If students are nervous to answer,
>> We will, as teachers, will lead them with specific questions.
▶If students get excited from the topic and the conversations get loud

>> We would pick the loudest student and ask their opinions more seriously to take control of the course.

	Answering teacher’s question.

	Greeting
-Good afternoon, everyone! How was your week? (Wait for Ss response)

Okay, good. I’m glad to hear that.
Eliciting
- There are different ways to read to children depending on age.  We are going to cover 3 age groups – Kindergarten, Elementary, and Junior High School.  First is how to read to kindergarten children.  For young children we need to use emotion when we read to interest them.

(Write down “Mad, Sad, Happy, Exciting, Scared”) 

ICQ

- What are these called?
(Ask 1 or 2 students)
- Yes they are emotions.

- Who has read to children before? (Wait for Ss to raise hands and pick Ss to ask)
- Great! Did you use emotion when you read to them?  
Give Examples:
“Spot the dog ran in the park happily.”

- Could you tell me the emotion I used?

“Everybody was scared because they did not know who knocked on the door.”

- Could you tell me the emotion I used?

	Answering teacher’s question.

	Instruction 1
- Ok then we’re going to practice this in a fun way.  I have 5 cards with emotions you are going to pick 1 card with the emotion and pick 1 card with the sentence.  Read the sentence with the emotion even if it does not match.

(Pick 2 Ss to pick 1 emotion card each and the teacher picks 1 sentence card. Have the 2 Ss read the sentence with the emotion they picked then ask class what emotion they used.)
CCQ

- Which emotion did he/she use?

- Is it interesting to read without emotion?

<Vocabulary>
-Do you see this picture?  What is it called  in this circle?  This is whisker.(write ‘whisker’ on the board)

- sorcerer :  What is it called like this person? one who skilled in magic 
Explanation 

Let’s see this video. 
 (Show Ss a video “The rainbow fish”)
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=h6S4IPMs5ZY
This is a reading example for kindergarten kids.  What did you find?
Intonation, emotions…, What else are there? Eye contact, the voice to match with the character’s talking. 
How was the speaking speed?

Yes, not too fast  & not too slow.

 The reader has to consider of listener’s age. 
- When you read to high school students,  it’ll be a little different with little kids. Normal speed..especially asking questions while reading or after reading is important to make connections, to promote reading comprehensions.  

CCQs
- When you read a story to kindergarten kids, what would you consider?

- When you read a story to high school students, what would you consider?

(asking questions)

	Instructions

We’re going to do ‘Quick read & draw’ game.
- We have 3 groups in the class.

1. Each player has paper and pencil. Shuffle instruction cards and place them face down.

2. The first player takes the top instruction card from the pile. He places it face up in plain view for all players to read. 
 3.Each player follows the steps in the directions to draw a shape, word or design on their papers.

4. When everyone is done, players compare their answers. If all answers are not the same, the players read the directions together, step by step to determine the correct outcome. 
Finally, the player who drew the card may check the answer key.

5. Each player with the correct outcome earns 1 point. Play several rounds. The player with the most points is the winner.
