1. Main aim: Ss will be able to use direct/indirect questions much easier than          before.
2. Secondary aim: Ss will be able to communicate each other using indirect questions.
3. Personal aim: I want Ss to use indirect question in practical situation and properly.



	Language Skills:
1. Reading: Ss will read work sheet and power point slide.
2. Listening: Ss will listen to the video 
3. Speaking: Ss will communicate and tell direct questions and indirect questions
4.Writing: Ss will fill in the blanks.



	Language Systems:
1. phonology: Pronunciation (acquaintance, luxurious)  
2. Lexis: acquaintance, luxurious
3. Grammar: direct questions and indirect questions
4. Function: Question
5. Discourse: Giving opinions



	Assumptions:
1. Ss are aware of direct, indirect questions.
2. Ss know how to make indirect questions but they are not used to saying it fluently.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
1. In terms of errors, teacher will do monitoring and pick up Ss’ errors and write on a board. After activity they can fix error together.
2. If they have problems to make some sentences, teacher asks them to explain what they want to say in Simple English sentences.

	Procedure

1.Brain storming

Elicit
“Here, let us see this picture. 
(Slide #4)
Chris, what is this?”
(The student  “It is a house”)
“Ariel, can you tell me if it is a good house?”
(The student “It is a good house.”)
“April, do you have any idea how much this house costs?”
(The student “Maybe.. it costs 3 billion won.”)
“Okay, good. 

What about this house?”
(Slide #5)
“Alicia, is this a luxurious house?”
(The student “ No~ ”)
“Helen, does it look like an expensive house? ”
(The student “ No~”)
“Jina, can you tell me why it is not  a luxurious house?”
(The student “Because ~~” )
“I see. Good”

(Slide #6)
“So far, I’ve given you many questions.”
“Do you remember what I asked?”
What did I ask?”
(Students answer. If students can not answer all, move on)

“Okay, good. Here are questions I asked.
In general, question sentences can be classified two groups.”
One starts with D
The other one starts with I “

“Ariel, what is full name of D questions?”
(The student   “Direct questions~” )
“Good job. Heejin, can you tell me what full name of I questions is?”
(The student “Indirect questions~ ”)
“That’s right! 
(Slide #7)
“Direct Questions are simple questions  that we can ask to friends and people who we know well. 
Where are you? Or do you know him? Is examples of Direct Questions.”

“Indirect Questions are a little more formal and polite. We use them when talking to acquaintances, or in professional situations.
Acquaintance means a person you know but not your friend.”

“The more important thing is to know phrases for indirect questions.
You use those phrases when you use indirect questions.”

“Much more important thing is that when you use these phrases, subject and verb come after the phrases. Not verb and subject.”

CCQ
“When you use indirect questions, do you use subject first or verb first?”
(Students “Subject first~”)

“Let us do quick drill”
(Slide #8)
“Alicia, can you read sentence number 1 and tell us if it is a direct question or an indirect question?”
“Ariel, can you do next?
“Heejin, can you do next?
“April, can you do next?
“Jina, can you do next?
“Helen, can you do next?
“Chris, can you do next?
(Students answer)
“Well done! ”

	Listen to a conversation using direct/indirect questions and fill in the blank.
	1. Main activity
(Slide #9)
“Let’s see how direct and indirect questions use in practical situation.
You are going to tell direct or indirect questions from the video. So please focus on the conversation.”
(play video)

CCQ
“I’d like to know if  you get any direct questions or indirect questions in the video. 
Jina, can you tell us one Direct or Indirect Question from the video?
Alicia, can you tell us another one?”
(Students answers)
“Well done. Now we are going to fill in the blanks while listening to this video” 

(Distribute worksheet#1)

Instruction
“You will work alone and the video will be played three times.”

ICQ
“How many times will the video be played?”
(Students “Three times~”)
“Will you work alone or with your partner?”
(Students “Alone~”)
“Good. Now listen up!”
(Play the video three times)

“Let’s check together. It is okay if you don’t finish filling in now.”

	1. Post Activity

Instruction
“As we check together, we will have an activity.
Heejin, Alicia, Helen, April you are A.
Jina, Ariel, Chris you are B. Remember your letter.”
(Distribute work sheet#2)

“There are two types of paper.” 
(Slide #10)
“This is difference between A and B.
As you see, Left side is imperfect on paper A, right side is imperfect on paper B.”

“A and B do ‘Rock Scissors Paper’.
Let’s say A wins
A, the winner needs to say sentence #1 on left side
So A will say “could you tell me why Paul is still in your apartment.”

Demonstration
“Ariel and Alicia, can you do Rock Scissors Paper?”
(Students do RSP)
“Alicia won. Alicia, can you say sentence number 2 on left side? “
(The student say “Was that another lie?”)
“Ariel, does Alicia say correctly?”
(The student say “yes~”)

“So this is how to do. 
One who says more sentences than the other will be a winner. There is prize for winners!”

“We will play this activity for 5 minutes.
And you can start from #3” 

ICQ
“Who will be the winner?”
(Students say “One who says more sentences than the other~”)
“How long do you play the activity?”
(Students say “5 minutes~”)

“Okay, let’s begin!”

Monitoring
(Check if students have trouble to understand the rule. If one team finishes already, let them change A and B and start new around.)   

(Give them time warning in 1 minute, 30 seconds)

“Times up! Who is the winner? Well done! I will give you the prize after class~ ”

2. Conclude lesson

Review
“Let’s review what we learn today.”
(Slide#11)
“Which one is more formal and Polite?”
(Students say “Indirect Questions~”)
“Which one is better to talk with friends?”
(Students say “Direct Questions~”)
“Which one is right expression?
1. I wonder why did she move yesterday
2. I wonder why she moved yesterday.”
(Students say “number 2~”)

“Great~! No doubt you can use indirect and direct questions more fluently than before! “

“This is all for today. Thanks for joining my class!”

“Okay, what is wrong in the sentence? Can you tell us correct one?”
(Ss “It should be ‘what are you doing?’”)
“Good”

(Slide #15) 
“Is it correct or wrong?”
(Ss “Team 3/ Wrong~”)
“Okay. How can you make this right one?”
(Ss “ Can you tell me if you are hungry now”)
“Good.”

(Slide #16)
“Is it correct or not?”
(Ss “Team 2 / Correct~”)

(Slide #17)
“Is it right sentence or not?”
(Ss “Team 2 / Wrong!”
“Can you tell correct the sentence for us?”
