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I enrolled in Times Media TESOL course to learn the knowledge about teaching and to have actual teaching experience at the same time. So, I hope I can have a lot of opportunities that I can do something as a real teacher to equip myself as a teacher of English learners. Since I do not have any teaching experience, I get so nervous when I think about the idea that I have to lead the whole class. However, I do believe only practice can help me to improve my teaching skills. If I do not try it by myself, I may understand the knowledge conveyed by my instructor with my brain but I won't be able to apply them in the real teaching environment. Also, I want to get the feedback from my instructor every time I act as a teacher. The experience of teaching itself can be the start of learning how to teach English, but I guess just trying it is not enough. If I get specific comments and tips on the things that I can improve on, then, it would be truly helpful for me to be a better teacher. These are the expectations I have as the student of KNT145 TESOL class. 
From now on, I want to elaborate about my dream as a teacher of English learners. First, I would like to start with the impact that my students will have upon me. I believe starting out as a teacher would be quite tough thing for me, so I may get a lot of scars from my students during the 10 years that I teach English. For example, I would be very eager to see the improvements from my students quickly and would try to hurry them to learn English faster regardless of the interests they have in English. But, unfortunately, the students might not follow my instructions well and might not be interested in the teaching materials I prepared for them. In those cases, I may get scars from my students, but the students can be the best teacher to me to reflect myself to realize what was still missing from me to truly understand my students. It might be painful in the beginning, but as time goes by, I will be more mature person for sure due to many experiences that I will have with my students for ten years. On the other hand, seeing the improvements of my students will simply make me very happy and I will gain confidence as a teacher and be more motivated to improve my English and teaching skills to be more competent teacher. For example, while I've been teaching English for ten years, even just one student could find better opportunities in his or her life due to the English communication skills enhanced by my teaching, I would be so proud of my student and of myself. Of course, I won't be able to get this positive impact from my students all the time, but if I can have this experience even just once, I will pour more efforts and attentions to the future students I will meet in my class.

Just like my students have great impact upon me, there will be huge impact that I can have upon my students, in both aspects, intellectually and on them behaviorally. In my class, there might be students who are good at English and who can follow my instructions well without having much trouble. By encouraging them and complementing on their achievements, I can naturally lead them to have better intellectual ability and positive behaviors in their life. However, there might be students who cannot learn as fast as other friends. Before criticizing them and labeling them as ‘stupid’, I will evaluate my own class quality and will have some personal consultation time with those students to find out if there is any problem or concerns that the students have in their family or in their class. By doing so, I can understand the hardships that the students are going through and may be able to help them to have better intellectual knowledge and have better perspective about the society they live in. Just thinking about this, I am so excited and cannot help myself from having more assurance that being a teacher is truly a critical job which should be considered as mission or calling in my life. So far, I’ve written about the impacts I have upon students themselves. But I do believe my teaching experience can have impact, very minor though, upon educational system in Korea which fundamentally affects to my students. Whenever I think about the English education system in Korea, I get so frustrated and it seems like it might not be possible to change a bit of current English education system. However, I still cannot give up on the hope that there can be a ‘butterfly effect’ in the things that I do for my students. I do want to make a happy environment for my students so that they would love to learn English without fear or stress. But this is really not possible with current language education system in Korea as the students are forced to study to get higher grades and to be admitted by prestigious universities. This solid educational system cannot crumble down by just me, but if I start it, I do believe there would be teachers and parents who will have same point of view and support me. If I can give positive impression to other teachers and parents that English can be fun and the students can learn it without too much pressure, this will fundamentally affect to my students life. Their parents would not try to force their children to study English to do well in school anymore but rather help them to enjoy learning English. If the belief and educational philosophy of the adults around my students can be changed, my student’s life will be changed tremendously as well. 
As of now, the things I’ve written above may seem a bit vague and impossible to achieve, but during the ten years of teaching experience, I really hope to get nearer to my dream as time goes by. Through my experience, I want to show my students and my co-teachers that although a start is weak, each small effort can change the world that we live in and that change can start from each of us.
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
