	Aims:

· Main aim: 
Ss will be able to identify the sound and meaning of new vocabularies and improve their general listening skills by listening to authentic audio material.

· Secondary aim: 
Ss will be able to share their idea about the topic.
· Personal aim:

     I want students to realize they are more beautiful and special than they think to themselves.

	Assumptions:
Students already know
· the definition of the I.C.Q (instruction Check Question)
· the definition of the C.C.Q (Concept Check Question)
· the concept of adjectives, nouns, and verbs


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
If students finish their work earlier than expected time

· prepare extra worksheet keep students engaged in class (ie short story book related, cryptogram or a homework) 
If students are stuck in one vocabulary in worksheet and consume lots of time on it
· give them a hint by a gesture or synonyms/ antonyms

       If students have a difficulty with express their ideas in English
· encourage them to express by English words and help them to make structures in sentence.

if over the half of students are not able to follow the instruction of the activities

· stop the whole class; give them the instruction once more and make sure their understanding with I.C.Q. before the activity restarts.

*Show the students a picture C and D.

*write the subject “Appreciating he value of just the way we are” on the board.
