	Aims:
· Main aim : Ss will be able to improve their listening skills by listening to and understanding the lyrics of the musical number.
· Secondary aim : Ss will be able to talk about the story of musical and their opinions of Roxie hart’s dream.
· Personal aim : I want them to enjoy the English musical song and learn a new vocabulary and listening point from it.



	Language Skills:
· Reading : Ss will read script of song.
· Listening : Ss will listen to the song with clear understanding
· Speaking: Ss will discuss “ the personal opinions about unrealistic dream of oneself “ & “ a dream in your childhood”
· Writing : Ss will take notes on details of the lyrics.


	Language Systems:
· Phnology : “going to be” vs “gonna be” (abbreviated pronunciation)
· Lexis : New vocabularies in the article.

(start with a bang, hang, lavaliere, celebrity, dumb, humdrum etc)
· Function : Monologue

· Grammar : “is going to be” future present tense.

· Discourse : Song


	Assumptions:

Students already know
· How the class is set up and run (there will be 3 students at each table)

· Four language skills and language systems

· Some students might have seen the movie or musical Chicago and already known about the song.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If students need linguistic help to express their opinions during discussion
· Give them linguistic support by providing definitions and some examples

· If some students keep quiet for fear of upsetting other people during discussion

· Engouage them to speak and advise them to be clear about their point.

· If certain students dominates the discussion

· Ask them to give other students a chance to speak

Elicit

(Show the students visual aid-Poster of Chicago.)
There are 3 persons in the poster. 

Who are they?

What’s their jobs, each?
Who is the women who finally made her dream come true at the end?

Is there anybody who can tell about the story briefly?
Additional explanation

(Tell the brief story about the musical ‘Chicago’ and Roxie)
“It is about the story of Roxie hart who wanted to be a celebrity and she just killed her lover after a spat. And all along, there are some story about Jazz, crime & corruption etc. “
Model
Write the subject “ The musical number of Chicago, Roxie” on the board
CCQ
Does the Roxie did a crime? And what did she do it?

What was her original dream?

Is her dream made come true?
2. New vocabulary

Instruction

“Before we learn a song, we should learn some new vocabulary. I will give you worksheet first. Read the definitions of words and fill in the blanks with the correct word from the list below. Try to remember & guess by your own knowledge. And at the very last, you can search the word on the internet. Work together with your partners. I will give 4 minutes to finish.
(Distribute the worksheet #1)
