	Language Skills:
-Reading: Ss will read the words and meanings on the worksheet.

-Listening: Ss will listen to audio-aid and other Ss’s opinion. 

-Speaking: Ss will discuss about reducing plastic pollution.

 Writing: Ss will write words related to the category and take a note during the listening time. 


	Language Systems:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- If students have difficulty understanding the worksheet.
 > give a hint or explaining the context of worksheet and monitor them if they really follow the class.
- If students answer too slowly to think about the word when the lesson have to move on to the next stage. 
> Wait students to finish their own sentence with patience.
- If students does not know vocabularies 

> Let them find the meaning using dictionary or the Internet. .
