	Aims:
· Main aim: Students will be able to improve listening skills by listening movies and news clips. 
· Second aim: Students will get general knowledge about the global climate change, will be confident about the daily weather conversation with global people.
· Personal aim: I want them to be familiar and fluent with conversations about the weather and have better attitudes to make better cleaned class environment.

2. Summarize opinions
After their presentations, have sometime for new ideas and new vocabularies. Then do error correction about the grammar, fuction and pronunciation from the sentences on the board.
“ Everyone did good job! Let’s share our ideas and remember what’s happening in our life, what we have to do for our future.”

(Give time warning : 1 minute left!)

“Times up!”

Feedback
 “Let’s share your opinions. Please stand up and tell us the results of each group’s discussion. Please speak loudly and clearly.


3. Conclude the lesson
“Today, we learned about the regions and the climate change from each region. The climate change is not future anymore. We have to consider it and keep our eyes on it.  I believe that after this class, you’ll be more fluent in weather conversation with global people, and you’ll have better attitude with an activity map!



Worksheet No.1

1.Green house gass : These gases allow much of the solar radiation to enter the atmosphere, where the energy strikes the Earth and warms the surface.
2.Weather Vs Climate :

 Weather refers to atmospheric conditions in the short term, including changes in temperature, humidity, precipitation, cloudiness, brightness, wind, and visibility.

Climate is the average of weather patterns over a longer period of time (usually 30 or more years).
3.Fossil Fuels : sources of non-renewable energy, formed from the remains of living organisms that were buried millions of years ago.

4. Renewable energy : energy that comes from naturally replenished resources, such as sunlight, wind, waves, and geothermal heat

5. Hurricane : a huge storm. a severe tropical cyclone usually with heavy rains and winds moving a 73-136 knots

6. El Niño(El nino) : a warm ocean current that flows along the equator from the date line and south off the coast of Ecuador at Christmas time

7. La Niña(La nina) : a coupled ocean-atmosphere phenomenon that is the counterpart of El Niño as part of the broader El Niño–Southern Oscillation climate pattern

8. Flooding : an overflow of water that submerges land which is usually dry.

9. Drought : a period of below-average precipitation in a given region, resulting in prolonged shortages in its water supply, whether atmospheric, surface water or ground water.

10. Tropical storms : a rapidly rotating storm system characterized by a low-pressure center, a closed low-level atmospheric circulation, strong winds, and a spiral arrangement of thunderstorms that produce heavy rain.
