Aims:
- To learn new vocabularies and idioms by eliciting.
- To practice listening for the main idea by doing a prediction check list.
- To practice conversation skills through the discussion.
- To practice reading and writing by doing listening comprehension worksheet, making role play script and true/false activities.
- To get information from the article.

- To practice speaking through the role play with the partners
Language Skills:

- Speaking: Discussion in pairs. 
- Listening: Listening to the article, teacher’s instruction, discussion, role play
- Writing: Role play script, comprehension worksheet, homework 
- Reading: Worksheets, script
Language Systems:
- Lexis: Vocabulary used in the article. (New vocabulary)
- Discourse: Discussion, role play
- Phonology: Vocabularies, idiom
Assumptions about Students:

- Students will know the teacher’s teaching style.
- Students will know the pace of the course.

- Students will know who Oprah Winfrey is. 
- All the students are adult. (Age 20 above) 

- Students will understand the script without having problems.

Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to understand the article properly. 

☞Before listening, students will learn new vocabularies in the article.

-Students may need more time to work on the worksheet.
☞Give students a little more time to work.
-If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

☞Ask the students about the main idea of the article and what do they think about the person in the article.

	Purpose : The purpose of this stage is to ease into the topic, relaxing both teacher and students by focusing their attention on an interesting subject and encouraging the class to share their opinions freely, thus increasing STT and participation.

Ok, good. This woman is Oprah Winfrey who is most powerful woman in the world. But, Before listening to the article, we are going to learn some new vocabularies and idioms the speaker used

	Purpose : The purpose of this stage is to elicit ideas and lexis relating to the text and make the listening less challenging to the students by making use of guiding questions which help predict expected content; answers to these questions may be guessed during this stage and checked later in the lesson; pre-teaching keywords and phrases from the text.

1. Vocabulary
(Elicit the words reckon, rags-to-riches, and immense)
(After Eliciting, write the word on the board)

- What can we say ‘think’ in another word informally especially in UK?
CCQ’

- Can you reckon when you are sleeping?
- Do you need to reckon hard when you are trying to solve the math questions?
Drill (write the word on the board)
- How many syllables are there? : 2
- I reckon him as a gentleman
ⅱ. Rags-to-riches
Elicit
- What can we say ‘an old cloth?’

 Good. ‘rag’

 And then how can you call someone who was quite poor but became rich?
CCQ
- Is Warren Buffett rags-to-riches?

Drill (write the word on the board)

2. Prediction
Instruction
The today’s title is 『Oprah Winfrey most powerful woman』. I will give you a worksheet. We will do some prediction about the article before listening. Guess if the sentence is true or false by looking at the title. I will give you 3 minutes to finish. Do this individually.
CCQ
- Are you working in pairs?
- How much time do you have?
Ok students the time is over. Let’s listen to the CD and find out what you have guessed are correct or not.

	Purpose: The purpose of this stage is to allow the students to practice gist skills to identify the main idea of the text, for students to focus on literal understanding e.g. of facts, ideas etc., and to listen intensively for inference.

3. Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)
I will play the tape once without pausing. Listen carefully and think about the questions you’ve just answered.
CCQ
- How many times do you listen?
(play the tape)

● No → Check your answers with your partner.
4. Listening for Details
Now I will give you another worksheet. We are going to listen to the tape once again. First, let’s answer the questions number 1 to 3. Work individually.
CCQ

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☞ Listening Script

Oprah Winfrey has been named the most powerful woman in entertainment. This is according to the entertainment trade publication The Hollywood Reporter. She jumped up from the number six pot, which she occupied in 2007. Her rise to the top may be due to the influence she had on the US Election in November 2008. Analysts reckon her support of Barack Obama brought him over one million votes. The Hollywood Reporter’s chief editor Elizabeth Guider explained : “The decision to place Oprah at the top of the list was based on her dizzying array of Oprah-branded media and her immense cultural influence,” she said. TIME magazine listed Winfrey as one of the 100 people of the twentieth century.

Oprah Winfrey is a household name in many parts of the world. Her rags-to-riches life is an incredible success story. She is a self-made woman who became the world’s first black billionaire in 2004. Winfrey own her own production company Harpo (‘Oprah’ spelt backwards), which made 345 million dollars in profit in 2007. She is perhaps most famous for her chat shows. The “Oprah Winfrey Show” began in 1986 and has been one of the world’s most-watched programs ever since. Winfrey’s entertainment empire covers TV, magazines, book clubs and onine shopping. She is also extremely well known for her charity work. She is set to launch her own TV channel, OWN (Oprah Winfrey Network), which will reach 70 million homes.
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
