2. Make a travel itinerary

Eliciting

Have you ever traveled before? 

Where have you been? 

Explanation

Itinerary is a schedule of intended destinations and activities for travelers

Can everybody repeat ‘itinerary’?
Model 

Write a board 

(Travel itinerary)
Instruction

”Today, we are going to make a travel itinerary within your group. There are some conditions you have, and please make a plan according those conditions. 
 I will divide 3 groups. First group, you will go travel with your friends in summer for 10 days. Second group will go travel with your family for 10 days in autumn. The third will go travel with your lover in winter for 10 days. You can go anywhere and you can do anything what you want.
 Let’s look at the worksheet no.2 together. Please make a budget for your travel.
 
Explanation
Have you heard about a word “budget”?
Budget is the total sum of money needed for a purpose.
Can everybody repeat “budget”?
 To make a budget for your travel itinerary, you need to think about destinations, transportations; accommodation, food, activities and you have to think about how much you will spend there. 
 You can imagine every kind of travel with what you want to do. Please be creative and plan like a real situation. This activity will help you someday. Try to use useful expressions that we’ve learned above as much as possible.
  I’ll give you 10 minutes to discuss and we’ll have presentation from each group. 

 Then… let’s start!”
(Distribute worksheet)

“Time’s up. Let’s share your opinions. Please stand up and tell us the results of each group’s discussion. Please pay attention to your friend’s presentation. Speak loudly and clearly.

Let’s hear about first group’s travel plan. 

Let’s hear about second’s travel plan. 

Let’s hear about third group’s travel plan.” 

Summarize
Good job everyone. 

Even though we go travel for same period, depends on travel partner, travel plans can be changed completely. 

Was it helpful to you for planning your future travel?
