· Secondary aim : Ss will be able to practice a use of preposition in time in sentence level
· Personal aim : Ss feel comfortable for learning grammar by easy and fun ways and engage into the grammar class actively.


	Language Skills
Speaking: Ss speak the lyrics of the song and have conversation with partners.

Ss will read examples while they are playing tic tac toe game.
Writing: Ss fill out the blanks in the worksheet and write their own stories.
Reading: Ss read the lyrics in the worksheet and their stories.

	Learning “at – on – in” pyramid

Instruction

Today, I’ll introduce you a simple pyramid of “prepositions of time” which shows the grammar clearly. 
Look at the board. Let’s have a look at prepositions of time ‘at-on-in’.

On the top, when you say ‘hours’, what time preposition would be right? We use ‘at’ for specific time, hours or minutes. 

In the middle, talking about ‘days’, what would be right? We use ‘on’ for days or dates. At the bottom, we use ‘in’ for ‘weeks, months, years, decades, centuries..’
 This is a pyramid of time prepositions ‘at-on-in’  that can help people remember which preposition – at, on or in – to use with hours, days, months, years, etc.
Model

Let’s check the worksheet no.2, and fill out the blank with ‘at-on-in’. I’ll give you 1 minutes.

Check the answers & Summarize
Let’s check the answers and remind the difference between ‘at-in-on’.

Explanation

 Do you have a difficult time remembering which preposition to use with hours, days, months, years, etc?

 This pyramid divided horizontally into 3 groups.

 At the top of the pyramid you have “AT” and this is used for the smallest in time like ‘hours’. We use “AT” for a precise time, the weekend, for night, and for festive periods(ex. Christmas, Easter). 

 In the middle of the pyramid you have “ON” and this is used for bigger time like ‘days’. We use it for special days(ex.birthday),dates, days of the week. 

 At the bottom you have “IN” and this is used for everything else that is bigger than hours or days like months, years, seasons, centuries, decades. “In” means for long periods.

 In addition, we have exceptions for these rules. We use “at” with the present, and “in” with the past and the future. Also for ‘Last, next, every, this’, we do not take prepositions.
Good job!

After learning the pyramid of time prepositions, do you feel more comfortable for using ‘at-on-in’?

If you have some grammar problem in speaking and writing, remember this pyramid, and it will help you to remind the rules.

Today, we learned about the time preposition “at-on-in”. These three prepositions are used in different situations, and we have to remember when can we use them.

 I promise this pyramid would help you to memorize the different rules.
Instruction
This time, we are doing a pair work.
First, the words will be given. you will make a short story with given words. The words should be placed with prepositions of time in, on, at.
For example, with the word ‘Thursday’, you can start your story, ‘On Thursday, I met Alex.

I want you to come up with fun and clever idea for your own story to be fun to share.

I’ll give you 4 minutes. When you’re done, one person come out and write your group story down on the board.
