-if students do not understand key vocabularies at all,
         Listen what students understood from a teacher’s explanation, then, explain more. 
         Or, use technology.

-if students do not have any experiences culture shock to share

The ‘qu’ sound is /qwa/. Repeat after me./qwa/

flush

What do you say, when you wash out a toilet by a sudden rush of water? (Flush)

Repeat after me, flush.

Is anyone can give me an example sentence with the word, flush?
(don’t forget to flush your toilet)

Clog

When you can’t flush toilet because it’s blocked or filled, what do you say?

It’s a clog. For /o/ in clog, is it short vowel or long vowel? so we pronounce it as... /a/

Repeat after me, clog.

Is anyone can give me an example sentence with the word, clog?

(Toilet paper will clog the toilet)

janitor

There’s job cleans the bathroom, we call them janitor.
