	Aims:

· Ss will know the difference between the passive and active voice
· Ss will be able to improve their grammar skills by doing activities
· Students will know how to express the passive and active voice through the activities such as making example sentence and completing the story in time sequence using passive voice.




	Language Skills:

· Reading: Reading worksheets to answer questions
· Listening: Listening to the teacher's instructions, explanations, and classmates’ ideas. 
Listening to what actress say while watching videos
· Speaking: Ss will talk with their classmates using the passive and active voice. 
Eliciting, practice activities, and sharing ideas
· Writing: Writing worksheet answers




	Language Systems:

· phonology : polyandry [|pɒlɪ|ændrɪ]
· Grammar : use of the form of the passive and active voice
· Lexis : when making sentences with partner by using words (success, polyandry, paternity leave, first impression etc)




	Assumptions:

· Students already have learned the passive and active voice
· Students will be comfort to do activity with writing and speaking.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning
→ Teacher provides more examples
· Ss might mispronounce words, polyandry
→ If needed, teacher can correct the pronunciation
· If students finish their tasks earlier or later than anticipated
→ Be flexible with the time to their activity

	I. Understand what The Passive voice is
So how was it? Do you know the name of this drama? Yes, this is ‘Sex and the city’ and that woman who tried to apply for a loan is Carrie Bradshaw, the main character of this drama. In this situation the bank refused to lend the money to her. 
Do you remember what career Carrie said to the bank employee to get her loan? Yes, Carrie said 
 “I was chosen as New York magazine’s best pick for city columnist.”
(Underline ‘was chosen’)

Now we are going to see this part. This is called ‘The Passive voice’
(Write two sentence on the board: Bell invented the telephone, The telephone was invented by Bell)

Here are two sentences. Can you tell me what the difference is between these two sentences?
(Pick 2~3 students and write their answers on the board)

Yes, first the form of verb is different. Second sentence use Be verbs and add the past participle. Second the object of the first sentence becomes the subject of second sentence. And the subject of first sentence is at the end of second sentence, added preposition ‘by’ before it. Lastly the meaning is different. In the first sentence, the subject ‘Bell’ performs the action ‘invent’ but in the second sentence, the subject ‘The telephone’ does not perform the action but experience the action. 

A sentence generally begins with the performer of the action called subject then the verb, then the object or person that the action is performed on. This is called ‘Active’ sentence like the first sentence. If we begin the sentence with the object or person that the action is performed on like the second sentence, we call this sentence ‘Passive’ sentence. Now we can formulate a ‘Passive’ sentence.
Object then Be verbs and past participle and by plus subject. 

Then how can we formulate Passive sentence from this one?
(Write another example(John cleaned the room) and let the whole class answer)
Yes, the answer is ‘The room was cleaned by John.’

Do you know when we should use the Passive sentence?
(Pick 2~3 students and let them answer. If time is running out just give the students the answer) 
(show the PowerPoint slide on the screen)

1. The 'actor' is not known.
·Oil was discovered off the coast of Australia.
·The number of Internet users was estimated to be over one million.
2. The 'actor' is not important.
·The report has been published.
·The results will be presented at the conference.
3. It is considered desirable to conceal the identity of the 'actor'.
·The results are invalid, as the correct testing procedure was not followed.           
·Research funding will be cut next year.
4. An impersonal tone is needed for academic writing.
·In this report, the stress fields in a C-shape plate will be analyzed.
An impersonal tone is also used for describing processes.
·First, the raw materials are loaded into a container. 
5. A tactful tone is needed to smooth over an error or difficulty.
Compare these two examples.
·Example of passive voice: The samples were not checked at the second stage.
·Example of active voice: We forgot to check the samples 

II. Practice
