	Aims: 

Main aim: Ss will be able to understand how to make secondary colors and 

answer the questions. 

Secondary aim: Ss will be able to make secondary colors by themselves by using 

primary colors
Personal aim: I want to Ss understand primary and secondary colors.




	Language Skills:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may be struggling for words. 

→ give spelling of words and read them together

Ss can’t think of answers.

→ give some hints or try eliciting

	Greet students.

Ss may say red, blue, yellow, pink, yellow etc.
Ss say yes.
Ss there are 3.

Ss say red, blue and yellow.

Ss say mixing colors.
	Greet

Hi, everyone! (Smile and eye contact) How are you today?

Elicit

There are many colors in the world.

What color do you like? 
CCQs
Last class, we learned Primary Colors.

Do you remember what primary colors are?

How many primary colors are there?

What are primary colors?

(Put red, blue and yellow color flashcards on the board when Ss 3 primary colors when they say the color)

Yes, red, blue and yellow are primary colors.
Today we are going to talk about mixing colors. 
(Put ‘Mixing’ on the board next to the ‘colors’)
Let’s read together.

	Whole Class
	Ss say three cups of water on the desk.
Ss say red.
Ss say blue.
Ss say yellow.
Ss guess.
Ss say purple.

Repeat after teacher.

Ss guess.

(Student 1 volunteers)

Ss say blue and yellow water and one clear plastic cup.

Ss say mix/pour blue and yellow together.
Ss say green.

Repeat after teacher.
Ss guess.

(Student 2 volunteers)

Ss say yellow and red water and one clear plastic cup.

Ss say mix/pour yellow and red together.
Ss say orange.

Repeat after teacher.

Ss sing a song together.


	CCQs
What can you see on the desk?

Yes, there are three cups of water on the desk. 

(Dissolve red in water and stir it with sticks.)
What color is it? Red.

(Dissolve blue in water and stir it with sticks.)
What color is it? Blue.

(Dissolve yellow in water and stir it with sticks.)
What color is it? Yellow.
That’s right.

There are 3 primary colors.

Red, blue and yellow.

If you mix two colors together, you can make a new one.

Let’s do it together.

What color is it when red and blue mix together?

Can you guess?

Let’s mix red and blue together.

We need red and blue water and one clear plastic cup. 

First, pour red into a clear plastic cup. 
Second, pour blue into the cup.
Now, mix together. 
(Mix that with a wood stick.) 
Can you see?

What color is it when red and blue mix together?

That’s right. It’s purple.

P U R P L E, purple.

(Put a purple color flashcard between red and blue on the board)

What color is it when blue and yellow mix together?

Can you guess?

Who wants to mix the colors? 

Thank you.

Let’s mix blue and yellow together.

ICQs

What do we need?

(Show Ss blue and yellow water and one clear plastic cup)

What are we going to do?

(Give the volunteer blue water)

You have blue and I have yellow

Now, mix them together.

(Pour the colors into a clear plastic cup)
(The volunteer goes back.)

Can you see?

What color is it when blue and yellow mix together?
That’s right. It’s green. 

(Put a green color flashcard between red and blue on the board)
G R E E N, green.
What color is it when Yellow and Red mix together?

Can you guess?

Who can help me this time? 

Thank you.

Let’s mix yellow and red together.

ICQs

What do we need?

(Show Ss yellow and red water and one clear plastic cup)

What are we going to do?

(Give the volunteer blue water)

You have yellow and I have red
Now, mix them together.

(Pour the colors into a clear plastic cup) 

(The volunteer goes back.)

Can you see?

What color is it when yellow and red mix together?
That’s right. It’s orange. 

(Put a orange color flashcard between red and blue on the board)

O R A N G E orange.

Great.

Let’s sing a song together.

	Let’s pair up.

We are going to make purple, green, and orange with your partner.

Demonstration
I am going to give 3 primary colors on the plastic plate each.
(Squeeze red, blue, and yellow paints out onto each plate)
You are going to make purple, green, and orange on the plate with your fingers.
First, you mix red and blue. You can make …... 
It’ll place between red and blue. 
Second, you mix blue and yellow. You can make ….... 
It’ll place between blue and yellow.
Third, you mix yellow and red. You can make ….... 
It’ll place between yellow and red.

(put the sample on the middle of the Ss’ desk)

I’ll give you 3 minutes

Can you do it?

ICQs
Are you working with your partner?
Point your partner.
How many colors are on the plate first?

What color do you have first?

What are you going to use?

What are you going to do?
How much time do you have?

Let’s check, one more time!

(Encourage Ss)

Red and blue make…
Blue and yellow make…
Yellow and red make…
Great! Let’s begin!

(Help Ss when they have a difficult time.)

Monitor,

Give a time warning: 1 minute left.
Are you done? Let’s check!
(Check what they did)

Looks beautiful.

Now you have 6 colors.

Let’s say together. 

Start red clockwise. Red, orange, yellow, green, blue, and purple.
That’s right.

Now we are going to draw a picture.

Demonstration
I am going to give you a piece of paper. 
Already, I folded a piece of paper in half. 
Share the colors with your partner.

You are going to draw with your finger on the right side of the paper.
Then, you fold the paper in half again and press it hard.

Open it up and you will see beautiful patterns or pictures.

(Attach the teacher’s work on the board.)

If you finish it, I am going to give you wet tissue to clean up your fingers.
((In real class, let Ss go to bathroom to clean up.))
I’ll give you 5 minutes.

Can you do it?

ICQs
Are you working alone?
Do you need to share colors with your partner?
How many colors do you have now?
What color do you have?
What are you going to use?

What are you going to do?

Where are you going to draw on the paper, right or left?

Then, you fold the paper in half again and what are you going to do?

When can you get wet tissue?

How much time do you have?

Excellent! Let’s begin!

(Help Ss when they have a difficult time.)

(If Ss need more colors, give them more.)

Monitor,

Give a time warning: 1 minute left.
Are you done? Let’s check!

(Check what they did and attach Ss’ works on the board.)

(Give Ss wet tissue to clean up their fingers when they finished)

Wow! It’s wonderful.
Whose picture is the best?

Everyone is good job.

	There are many colors in my hands.

I’ll divide you into two teams.

I ask “what two colors do we need to make purple?”
If you know the answer, get the two colors first. 

Then say the color’s name and give me.
