Procedure:                                            

T: Before we listen to today’s topic , let’s learn  some new vocabulary.

1.Vocabulary

(T shows 5 vocabulary pictures  to students and explan menings)

T: Everyone look at this pictures! What is she doing?
(Ss answer “she is counting sheep”)
T: Yes, she wants to get a sleep but looks can’t . This is called “insomnia”
(T write down the meaning of insomnia on the borad)
(T explain the definition of each words in turns)

T: Now we are going guessing vocabularies activity.

2.Instruction
Look at the new word card I handed out and you explain to  your partner .
Using gesturing and TPR without any speaking.you have 3mintues.

3.Demonstration
Here is and example. The first word card is “increase” .Gesturing your hands up and down to partner without any speaking and partners can answer the menings.

4.CCQ
Are you working alone?
What are you explaning?
Can you speaking during the activity?

( T hand out 5 target vocabulary cards and monitor discreetly)

Let’s check who wants to demonstrate word by gesturing!
(one of the students demonstrate their target words activity doing grabbing chest to express the word “Heart Disease”)

T : well-done! Everyone!
Now, all of you seem to understand the  new words for listening topic then let’s start listening today’s  topic 
“Coffee drinkers may live longer”.

2.CCQ

(T carefully monitors)

T: If you finish write down your answers please share your answers with your partner.

(Ss checking the answers and teacher hand out the anser sheet)

4. Learning Comparative language

(T draws of two different size of apples on the board and eliciting the comparative langauge from the students.)

T: What are these?
    Can you fine the different between of these?
Which one is bigger?
Which one is smaller?

(T explains the Comparative grammar structures as writing on the board.)



(Ss answer and  write down T’s explanation on the note. )

T: Now , I am going to hand out two comparative picture flashcards to each table. And make the comparative sentence . As soon as youmake,Please Shout your team name and speak your comparative sentence!
Remember you make sentence without any grammar mistake!

1.Instruction

Scan the pictures and think as many words as possible.

2.Demonstration

If you know the answer, Please shout your team name and make the perfect comparative sentence.





3.CCQ

1.Are we woking alone?
2.Do you know your team name?
3.What grammar sentence do we make? 

(T distibutes Comparative flashcard to each table.)

(Ss choose flashcard and keep thinking and write down the full sentence. Every students seems to enjoy their activity.)

(T encourage some students who is in silent )

(Ss: Team Jess! 
       My sister is wiser than me.)

T: Good job! Well done Team Jess!

(After finishing the activity, T writes down all student’s answers even if there’s some mistake and make correct answers with students.)

Coffee drinkers may live longer..

There is possible good news for coffee lovers. Drinking three or more
cups a day may help you live longer. This is according to a study from
the International Agency for Rescarch on Cancer and Imperial
College London. Researchers looked at data on half a million people
over the age of 35 from 10 countries. They suggest that drinking
coffee means a lower risk of early death, particularly from heart
diseases. They said people who had at least three cups of coffee up to

18% less likely to die from health problems than non-coffee drinkers..

Not all experts agree with the research. Some say the health benefits
of coffee could be because coffee drinkers have more money and so
are healthier. They also say that coffee drinkers may socialize more
and this may increase wellbeing and help people to live longer. They
say the rescarch does not prove that drinking coffee has health
benefits. Researchers also warn against drinking too much coffee. The
‘maximum amount of caffeine to be safe is around 400 mg. More than

this increases the risk of panic attacks, heart problems, and insomnia.
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
