	Aims:

· Main aim: At the end of the class, Ss can talk and write easily using Phrasal verb in conversation.
· Secondary aim: Ss will understand many meanings of phrasal grammar by doing grammar activities.
· Personal aim: T will try to elicit more Phrasal verb answers from Ss by showing pictures and asking questions.




	Language Skills:
· Reading:  Read instructions and questions Find phrasal verb take definitions on worksheet.
· Listening: Listening from the teacher and other students.
· Speaking: Students will make many sentences using verb flashcards while doing grammar activities. 
· Writing: Doing “Find phrasal verb take definitions on worksheet” and making story worksheet.



	Language Systems:
· Function: Asking and Drilling 
· Discourse: Guessing meanings from pictures and making story with phrasal verbs.
· Grammar: Phrasal Verbs / Separable-inseparable
· Phonology: Listening and repeating Contraction of Phrasal verbs [e.g. pick up ]
· Lexis  : Particle





	Assumptions:
· Most students already know the many phrasal verbs but don’t know exact meanings.
· Most students speak phrasal verbs in conversation.
· Students know speaking many phrasal verbs is useful when they speak in English.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not understand substitution table of phrasal verb and meanings in time
>T will write some examples with easy sentences.

· Some students may not understand pictures in grammar activities for practicing stage.
>Teacher will encourage them by describing a little of pictures.

· Students may have a hard time in drilling
>Teacher gives more time to chances to practice.

Instruction

Teacher Shows the 10 pictures to the students and eliciting meanings of phrasal verbs.

· First picture (pig out)

T: What is he doing now?
 (Ss answered)

T explains the meaning of ‘pig out’
=to eat a lot of food in a short period of time

· Second picture (Whip up)


T : What snack do you like whip up when you are hungry?
(Ss answered)

T explains the meaning of ‘whip up’
=to prepare meal or dish very quickly


· Third picture (Fill out)


T: What is this?
(Ss answered)

T explains the meaning of ‘fill out’
=to add information such as your name or address in the empty spaces on an official document
.
· Fourth picture (Take in)

T: Can you see difference these pictures?
(Ss answered)
She lost weight so made her dress tight.

T explains the meaning of ‘Take in
=to make an item of clothing smaller

· Fifth picture (Crack up)

T: What am I doing?
( T demonstrate laughing a lot)
(Ss answered)

T explains the meaning of ‘Crack up
=to laugh suddenly a lot


· sixth picture (Pull through)


T: Can you describe this picture?
(Ss describe picture)

T explains the meaning of ‘Pull through
=to recover from a serious illness or injury.

· seventh picture (Burn out)

T: What am I doing?
( T demonstrate)
(Ss answered)

T explains the meaning of ‘burnout”
=to lose effectiveness at work






· eighth picture (spruce up)

T: What are they doing?
    (Ss answered)

T explains the meaning of ‘spruce up”
=to make (something or someone) smart and clean.

· ninth picture (goof around)

T: What are the kids doing?
  (Ss answered)

T explains the meaning of ‘goof around”
=to spend time playing or doing unimportant things.


· tenth picture (Slack off)

T: Do you think the guy in picture doing work hard?
     (Ss answered)

T explains the meaning of ‘Slack off”
=to do something with less effort or energy than before.

Introduction

Ss make 3 people in a one group.
T will give many word flashcards writing phrasal verbs we learned.
Then teacher shows pictures with ppt.
As soon as Ss watch a picture, Ss start to make sentences then group who make a sentence first should shout team name!  And speak sentence they made.
There are five pictures to show. 


T: Now Let’s make 3 pairs in one group! And we are going to make five sentences using these word flash cards.

I am going to show first picture and you have to find cards to make perfect sentences. When you make first then shout your team name and speak your sentence! You have 9 minutes.

Instruction

Ss write phrasal verbs as many as they can and making story with phrasal verbs.

T: Now I am going to give you story time worksheet and please write any phrasal verbs also write verbs we’ve learned today class. 



CCQ:

1. Are you working in pairs?
(individually)
1. How much time do you have?
(4mins)
2. What are you going to write?
(phrasal verbs)

After you finish, teacher begins a story by saying a sentence that includes a phrasal verb, e.g. 'I woke up late The first student repeats the sentence and continues the story by adding a sentence containing a phrasal verb, e.g. 'I woke up late and whipped meals up for my children. The game continues with each student in turn trying to remember what was said and then adding a sentence containing a phrasal verb to continue the story. 
Students are out of the game if you cannot think of a continuation to the story using a phrasal verb, forget what was said or take too long to answer.

2. What are we going to make?
(story with phrasal verbs)
