To learn vocabulary regarding to the types of chores at home in English
To be able to be distinct and speak some types of chores at home
To be able to answer of the question
To be able to describe the picture, word, realia-object  to classmates
To be able to ask the question to other classmates  as a role-play




	Language Skills:
Listening: listen the teachers’ saying and other classmates’ saying
Wring: write the vocabulary on the whiteboard on ESL activity
Reading: read the powerpoint slides and vocabulary
Speaking: describing the words,picture and realia to classmates, asking the question and answer each other




	Language Systems:
Lexis: vocabulary regarding various type of chores at home
Phonology: understand of sounds of vocabulary
Function: understand of the words with pictures in PPT or by T.P.R demonstration
Grammar: learn how to ask the question and answer
Discourse: apply to describe object and to do the role-play with classmates




	Assumptions:

-  Students know they should speak English only in class.
- Students know how the class is set up and run
- Students may not be familiar with vocabulary on type of chores 
- Students may need to time to have a brainstorming to describe things 
- Students need time to practice to speak out with classmates
- Students may be shy to speak out in front of others.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Give enough time to learn new words and give time to practice with them
· Better not point out one person to present, but give task as pair or group work.
· Keep monitoring their pair or group works
