Instruction
T: To explain what happened in the past, we use past simple tense. It is formed as shown in the table here. There are irregular verbs and regular verbs to express past. We are learning regular past tense today.
Usually, the past simple tense is ended with ED or D. If the verb is ended with an “e,” a letter “d” is added at the end. If the verb is ended with a letter other than an “e,” two letters “ed” are added at the end. 
How simple is it, don’t you think?
