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  When someone else is asking me to remind the second language learning experience, I can exactly say that specific memory without any hesitation. I cannot forget the time when I was studying Thai language in Thailand. It was definitely successful and unforgettable learning experience to me. This experience was also my dreamed teacher and teaching style what I preferred the most as learner.
If I describe this learning environment as three concepts, I could firstly say that we were mainly auditory learners. Every class, we tried to record lectures to check how teacher pronounces each word and repeated as teacher asked us to speak out. In another way, we were divided into 3 groups and used given handout by noting and testing words by words. She showed us how to pronounce several times and let each one of us speak up for correcting as well as making short conversation by sentences or developing dialogue. This could be one of the possible reasons why I became a quiet strong listener rather than speaker when communicating with others.
  Besides, she brought various games to the class and picked one leader each group in order to compete each other. One of the most impressive game was to use I-pad to matching alphabet sound and actual phonetic symbol. If win, winner could take teacher's secret note of a day. We had at least one game and one group activity per one class. She almost played a role of manager for whole learning time. Furthermore, she seemed enjoyed to ask questions in the middle of time for review and we randomly answered for it . She walked around to monitor how we are doing, as well. These clearly showed a representative aspect of our modern classrooms as the second concept.
  When she taught a subject matter, it seemed she is well aware of this and not just talking or explaining in one way but attracted voluntary participation from learners. Moreover, she just provided a brief outline and let us discuss. If questions, she actively responded and even encouraged in case of any embarrassed questions. She handed over entire thinking and creating about today’s class to learners. Above all, she always tried to listen carefully or understand one another's opinions or thoughts. Even she gave some extra help to students who are having difficulties to understand before or after class. This means our Thai teacher had Enabler's teaching style as the third concept.
  Based on this special learning experience, this served as a momentum to think over what the effective teaching is. Not one side teaching or style will be the only one answer. According to the type of teaching or kinds of subject, teaching style could be varied and mixed one another. Before everything, building rapport focused on empathy, authenticity and respect should be the first to consider as teacher. Unlike the traditional learning method, learners became more active and participated in classroom these days. In my opinion, in order to develop and increase efficiency of teaching, maximizing students centered way is the most significant factor to accomplish the final goal for effective teaching.
