	Aims:
· Main aim: Ss will be able to improve their speaking abilities through role playing.

· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to understand proper vocabulary and expressions by dialogue drilling and changing the words or phrases.

· Personal aim: I want the Ss to be able to apply this actual ordering situation to real life




	Language Skills:
· Speaking: Role play
· Listening: Drilling, following instructions, role play 
· Reading: Dialogue

· Writing: Changing the underlined words, role play

· Lexis: Main vocabularies in the worksheet

	Assumptions:

· Ss are familiar with doing role-play



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If Ss have difficulties in understanding key vocabulary

· Give them more examples
· If Ss have troubles with changing words or phrases

· Show examples
· If Ss have difficulties creating role play script

· Help them to make sentences with vocabularies

	1. Dialogue Drilling (Controlled Practice)
This is a conversation between two people at cafe.

(Distribute the dialogue)

You have to listen first when teacher reads out.

(Teacher reads)

Now, repeat after me.

(T read line by line, Ss repeat – drill the text)

Now practice with your partner.

Read it twice; once as the Staff and once as the Customer.
I will give you 3 minutes.

2. Change the words or phrases (Less-Controlled Practice)
With your same partner, change the underlined words or phrases. I will give you 6 min.

(Demonstrate)

(Run task – monitor and assit if Ss  having difficulty. Have some pair read their changed dialogue for this class)

3. Role Play (Production)
At this time, you will be doing the role play. There are three roles which are waitress, man and woman.

Now, we have two team, one consists of two people and the other consists of three.

So, for this team of two, just make two roles which are waitress and woman. 

(Let one in each team pick the role card and distribute)

(Write steps on the board)
(Welcoming -> Drink&Food Order ->Dessert Order-> Complaint (if possible) ->Check bill)
Please follow this step (Writing steps on the board) and prepare a short script and you can use all realia ready here.

(Demonstrate)

No need to memorize, but please try to be real with acting.

I will give you 5 minutes to prepare

(Set the first team to go)
