Scheherazade

Against her father's wishes, Scheherazade volunteered to spend one night with the king and she thought up a plan. Once in the king's chambers, Scheherazade asked if she might bid one last farewell to her beloved sister, Dunyazade, who had secretly been prepared to ask Scheherazade to tell a story during the long night

Even the king kept Scheherazade alive day by day, as he eagerly anticipated the finishing of the previous night's story.
