	Materials: 


	Aims:

1. Main: To enable Ss to improve their listening skills by having Ss to learn the use of figurative language or idioms
2. Secondary: Ss will talk about blind dates by matching idioms, doing activity of listening dictation of four people searching for a compatible partner, and writing Ss’ own profiles in searching for a compatible partner.
3. Personal: I want to improve on my demonstrations. I want to improve instruction delivery. 


	Language Skills:

1. Speaking: Ss will talk about idioms and the meaning of them while doing matching activity.
2. Writing: Ss will be engaged in dictation and writing their own profile worksheet
3. Listening: Ss will listen about each other’s personal desires in an effort to find a compatible match. Ss will listen to dictation dialogs.
4. Reading: Ss will read the listening script belonging to Chris, Sandra and Judy.


	Language Systems:
1. Lexis: Compatible, blind date
2. Phonology: None to discuss

3. Grammatical: None to discuss

4. Functional: Asking people out on a date. Introducing his/her desires on finding a compatible parter.
5. Discourse: 18 idiomatic expressions such as “Castles in the Air” “Actions speak louder than words”


	Assumptions:

1. All Ss have had a significant romantic relationship before or know someone who has
2. Most Ss have been on a blind date

3. Most Ss know to express positive and negative qualities in people

4. All Ss have done a dictation activity before
5. All Ss have heard or learned at least one or more idiomatic expressions.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

1. Due to time management, Ss must learn 10 idioms in the pre-activity which they might have too many questions for me to answer
-> I will prepare a wall chart of the definition and usage of the few idioms which are anticipated to be asked by Ss and show them before getting questions. I will tell the Ss that they will hear a listening passage and see if they will be able to infer what the idiom means. If they still have questions, I will answer the questions during break time or after school.

2. For the dictation exercise, the radio might fail due to a black out electricity. 

-> I will turn myself into the human radio and have Ss control me with the help of the class to stop and rewind of course, giving Ss only 3 minutes total time to get through the listening

3. Ss might read too slow for the dictation exercise which may affect time management

-> I will follow the one-half rule for the main activity which we will only get half the Ss to present and which we will also leave out the dictation for one of the four speakers

4. The class might not have enough time to do post-activity.
-> Instead of everyone presenting their profile in front of the class, let Ss share in pairs only.

(let each students say the words ‘blind’ and ‘date’ in order and pair the two who said the same word) “Seat together with your partner and start matching the sentences” “I will now pass out the sentence cards. Please don’t start until I say ‘begin’. You have 5 minutes”
“Are you doing this individually? How much time do you have?”

Monitor discretely. Give time warning (1min, 30sec, 10sec)
Let each group pin-pong their answers to 10 matched sentences. Show prepared wall chart
