	Aims:

1. Main: To enable Ss to improve their grammar skills by having Ss to learn about prepositions.
2. Secondary: Ss will learn about prepositions through filling the blank worksheet, an activity giving the directions, and a kinesthetic activity called ‘Simon says’
3. Personal: I want to improve on my time management of each activities. I want to improve instruction delivery. I want to keep appropriate distance from the students when they are presenting


	Language Skills:
1. Speaking: Ss will talk about how to get to the movies from their own houses and Ss will also tell what the class should do when doing ‘Simon says’ activity.
2. Writing: Ss will be engaged in writing the directions going to the movies.
3. Listening: Ss will listen to other S’s command in ‘Simon says’ activity. 
4. Reading: Ss will read the fill in the blank worksheet


	Language Systems:
1. Lexis: parrot, chandelier, etc.
2. Phonology: None to discuss

3. Grammatical: Preposition
4. Functional: Knowing how to give the direction. Introducing the position of an object related to another object. 

5. Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

1. All Ss know most of the name of the things that are usually seen in a kid’s bedroom
2. All Ss have done fill in the blanks activities before
3. All Ss can recall what is around their house and know how to draw simplified map of their town
4. Most Ss know how to command other person to do something


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

1. Students might not know all the words in the fill in the blank worksheet. 
-> I group them in pairs before the activity so that maybe they get help from each other. I also pre-teach only the few words that the whole class might not know. 
2. Ss might have trouble drawing their town. 

-> Tell them that it’s okay to just simplify and don’t have to draw every detail.
3. Some Ss might not get the chance to give command

-> I point a specific student to give command after going around for few rounds based on original rule.
4. I might not have enough time for post activity

-> Instead of the original rule, I just give each students few chances and go around the whole class to control the time management.

	(Showing the doll and boxes I brought) I put the doll on the box and ask “where is the doll?’ I put the doll inside the box and ask “where is the doll?” (Continue with ‘behind’ ‘between’) I put up the wall chart at the end and ask “What do we call these words?”(pointing to the preposition words)
“Can you tell the time with preposition?” “Can you tell the direction with preposition?”
Let the students say ‘pre’ and ‘position’ in order and let the ‘pre’ know they are one team and ‘position’ the same way
I need to pre teach the words ‘parrot’ and ‘chandelier’ from the worksheet. “Before we go to an activity I will show you these” “(Showing a parrot) What is this? It starts with ‘P’ and rhymes with carrot” “(Showing a chandelier) What is this? It starts with ‘ch’ and big ones are usually seen in a ball room” 
(Put the doll under the box and write ‘the doll is____ the box) "What should we put in the blank?”
Like this, you are going to do a fill in the blank worksheet with you partner. I will give you 4 minutes.
“What are you doing? Are you doing this individually? How much time do you have?”
"I'll pass out the papers but don't start until I say 'begin'."

"Will you start when I give you the papers?"

Monitor discretely. Give time warning (1min, 30sec, 10sec)
Let one person in the group come up to the board and write the answers. Let the each student read the sentences.
