	Aims:
- Main aim: to enable Ss to improve their speaking skills by having Ss create sentences to make their own recipes and presenting it in an order.
- Secondary aim: Ss will talk about recipes by having Ss match related words on the worksheet, engaged in creating own recipes and discuss the best and worst experience of having food.  
- Personal aim: I want to speed up my teaching pace for a time management. I want to improve on my ICQ delivery. I want to improve on my explicit ICQ delivery. I want to improve on my demonstrations.



	Language Skills:
- Speaking: Ss will talk about their own recipes and the best & worst experiences about food.

- Writing: Ss will be engaged in matching the words to the meaning on the worksheets.
 - Listening: Ss will listen about each other’s recipes and experiences about food. 

- Reading: Ss will read the worksheets and will read the wall chart of the teacher’s own recipe. 




	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Chop, slice
- Phonology: None to Discuss

- Grammatical: None to Discuss

- Function: Giving insturction
- Discourse: None to Discuss



	Assumptions:
- All Ss have some knowledge of how to cook and ingredients. 
- Ss have had positive as well as negative experiences with food that they’ve had in their lives.

- Most Ss have made food by themselves.

- All Ss have had best and worst experience with food. 



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- Due to time management, Ss must learn 10 cooking related-words in the pre-activity which they might have too many questions for me to answer.

-> If they have too many questions, I will answer the questions during break time or after school.

- For the dictation exercise, the Ss can have difficulty in thinking of a new recipe.  

-> I will give more options to choose. The items could be flexible to help the Ss get involved in the class. 
- Ss might read too slow for the pre-activity which may affect time management.

-> I will follow the one-half rule for the main activity which we will leave out the dictation for one of the four speakers.

	Eliciting
(Show Ss the picture of meat being cut.) Now, let’s look at the picture. What do you see in the picture? What is the word for cutting meat? (Ss might say slice, chop and etc.) (Show Ss the picture of chopping.) Is this slice? (CCQ) Is this slice? (with the picture of slicing) Yes, to slice is cutting something into thin pieces and to chop is cutting something into small pieces.

Instruction

Like we just did, we are going to find the right meaning of some cooking related-words with this worksheet paper. Amy and Linda, you are going to be one team. Amy lee and Angela, work in pairs.   

You have 2minutes to discuss with your partner. Don’t touch the paper when I give it to you.
ICQs
How much time do you have? Are you working in pairs? What are we doing? I don’t want you to start when I pass the paper. Are you going to start when I say “begin”? (Distribute the work sheet paper which is also attached on the back) Let’s begin.

Monitor. Time management.  (one minute left, 30seconds left) Time’s up. (Who has longer hair in each group write down the answer on the board and the Ss take turn reading the meaning.

	Creative Grouping
So, what were the two different words for cutting? Right, Angela, say slice and Linda, chop. Those who said slice come to this side and those who said chop come to the opposite side. 

Demonstration 

(While Ss are moving, put the wall chart on the board.) There’s my own recipe that I want to share with you guys. (Read the recipe together in order as per the wall chart which is also attached on the back of the lesson plan) 
Instruction
Now, let’s make a recipe like I did. I want you to pick one of the cards here then you might see a list of ingredients and utensil that you should include for your own recipe. For 6 minutes, with your partner, think about how you can make food and draw the recipe on the paper. The recipe at least has 6 steps and do not see the card until I say begin. 
ICQ

How much time do you have? Are you working in pair? What are we doing? Are you going to include all the listed items? (Explicit Icq) Please make sure that you should have at least 6 steps in your recipe. Are you going to see the card when I give it to you? When I say begin? (Get the Ss choose one card. Give the paper and color pencils) Let’s begin.

Run
Monitor. Time management (3minutes left, 1minute, 30seconds left, 10seconds.) Time’s up. (Each group takes turn introducing their own recipe and the name of the food. Also check if they use all the given words.
