	Aims:
- Main aim: to enable Ss to improve their grammar skills by having Ss create sentences using present perfect tense to make questions and answers for an interview with a celebrity. 
- Secondary aim: Ss will practice present perfect tense by having Ss do a fill in the blank worksheet, create questions and answers for an interview and engaged in share their experiences in the past.   
- Personal aim: I want to tighten the gap between the activities. I want to manage the class more smoothly. I want to improve on my ICQ delivery. I want to improve on my explicit ICQ delivery. I want to improve on my modeling.



	Language Skills:
- Speaking: Ss will do a drill, answer the questions on the work sheet and talk about their script for an interview. 
- Writing: Ss will be engaged in writing the right answer on the fill in the blanks sheet and the script for an interview. 
 - Listening: Ss will listen to each other’s script and experiences in the past. 

- Reading: Ss will take turn reading the answer for the work sheet and will read the wall chart of the teacher’s script. 




	Language Systems:
- Lexis: None to Discuss
- Phonology: None to Discuss

- Grammatical: Present perfect tense
- Function: Asking question about other’s experience
- Discourse: None to Discuss



	Assumptions:
- All Ss have some knowledge of how to change a verb by a subject. 
- Ss already have accumulated experiences that they’ve learned in their lives.  

- Most Ss have seen an interview on TV in the past.

- Most Ss know how to use an adverb with present perfect tense. 



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- Due to time management, Ss must practice drilling less than 10 sentences in the pre-activity which might have too many questions.
-> If they have too many questions, I will answer the questions during break time or after school.

- For the main activity, the Ss can have difficulty in thinking of an interview questions.   

-> I will prepare more options (celebrity) to choose. The person could be flexible to help the Ss get involved in the class. 
- Ss might read too slow for the main activity which may affect time management.

-> I will follow the one-half rule in the post activity which we will leave out one sentences out of three questions.

(Ss might say yes) Right, It seems that she is happy because she quit the job she had before. Well, then, I have a question, which tense do you use to say something that you experienced or did in the past. (If Ss don’t answer) the word that has the same meaning with a gift? Right, we use present perfect tense! (Put the word and the wall chart on the board)
Demonstration 

As you can see, now we can describe the picture perfectly. Let’s read it together. Then, when she is replaced by I or you, has should stay the same? (Have) Let’s make more sentences with present perfect! (Show Ss cue cards)
Instruction

Now, I’m going to give you a work sheet paper to fill in the blanks. You have 2 minutes to complete the work sheet individually.   
ICQs
How much time do you have? Are you working in pairs? What are we doing? 

(Explicit Instruction) Please do not touch the paper until I say begin. (Explicit Icq) Are you going to start when I pass the paper? When I say begin? (Distribute the work sheet paper) Let’s begin.

Demonstration 

(While Ss are moving, put the wall chart on the board.) Actually, last week, I had the interview with Tom Cruise! Here’s my interview question for him. (Read it together) 
Instruction
Now, in pairs, who has longer hair? You guys are going to be a celebrity and the other should be an interviewer. (Have Ss roll the dice and who has higher number choose the picture) Imagine that you are on the TV show and have an interview now. Make more than 5 questions and answers for 7 minutes.
ICQ

How much time do you have? Are you working in pairs? What are we doing? 
Can you make less than 5 questions?
(Explicit Instruction) Please do not touch the paper until I say begin. (Explicit Icq) Are you going to start when I pass the paper? When I say begin? (Distribute the work sheet paper) Let’s begin.

Run
(Monitor and time management and prepare two chairs) Amy’s team, who do you have? Let’s go alphabetically. Come over here and take a seat. Please act as if you were sitting on the interview now. Ready action!
