	Aims:
- Main aim: to enable Ss to improve their reading skills by having Ss make comprehension questions using literal, interpretive and applied questions to discuss the topic with classmates. 
- Secondary aim: Ss will practice skimming and scanning by having Ss read the article within a given time, improve comprehension by creating questions related to the article and engaged in discuss a controversial topic.    
- Personal aim: I want to tighten the gap between the activities. I want to manage the class more smoothly. I want to improve on grouping techniques. I want to improve my ICQ and Explicit instruction delivery. 



	Language Skills:
- Speaking: Ss will discuss about the topic related to the article and share their ideas on food that they will not allow their children to have.  
- Writing: Ss will be engaged in writing the right answer on the board and will write reasons to defend their side.  
 - Listening: Ss will listen to each other’s opinion during the main and post activities.  

- Reading: Ss will match the words with the right meaning and read the article given in the class.  




	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Words from the article such as incite, curb, etc. 
- Phonology: None to Discuss

- Grammatical: None to Discuss
- Function: Asking comprehension questions

- Discourse: None to Discuss



	Assumptions:
- All Ss have some knowledge of comprehension questions.  
- Ss already have accumulated experiences that they’ve learned in their lives.  

- Most Ss have had discussions in the past.

- Most Ss have seen Mukbang either on TV or on the Internet.  



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- Due to time management, Ss must match less than 10 words in the pre-activity which might have too many questions.
-> If they have too many questions, I will answer the questions during break time or after school.

- For the main activity, the Ss can have difficulty in thinking of possible reasons.    

-> I will try to give Ss key words to encourage them to think in a different way. 
- Ss might read too slow for the main activity which may affect time management.

-> I will follow reduce the time for the post activity which we will have one minute to write down your opinion. 

- For the SOS activity, the cards could keep falling down because of the low stickiness.
-> I will put the cards on the floor and let Ss throw a ball towards the floor.

	(Show Ss the picture of a woman) What do you see in the picture? 
Is she having a small amount of food? Is she having a large meal like a food fighter? 

(Show Ss another picture of a man) How about this picture? What do you notice in the picture? Right, he is broadcasting alone. 

Well, I have a question for you guys. Can you tell me the word for a broadcast of someone eating lots of food at once? It is a combination of Korean words “eating” and “show”.  (Ss might answer) That’s correct. It is called Mukbang. 

So, Angela, say Muk, Amy lee, Bang. Amy Kim, Muk, Linda, Bang.

Who said Muk? Angel and Amy Kim are going to be one team and Amy lee and Linda will be one team. 

(While Ss are moving, put the meaning on the board and read) What was the definition of Mukbang again? 

What we are going to do now is, as a team, to match some words with the right meaning like this to help you understand better for the next activity a while after. You will have 2minutes.
How much time do you have? Are you working individually? What are we doing? 

Please do not touch the card until I say begin. 

Are you going to start when I pass the cards? When I say begin? (Distribute the word cards) Let’s begin.
(Monitor and time management) When the time’s up, the taller member will board the answer.

What are we going to do? How much time do you have? Are you working in pairs? 

(Monitor and time management)
Who wrote the answers a while ago? 

(Clarify who are the team members) 

(While Ss are moving, put the wall chart on the board) What was the article about? Here are the questions about the article that we just read. Can you answer the first question? (Literal question) Let’s read the second question together. (Interpretive) (Ask two Ss to answer the question) 

So, what do you think? Do you think that Mukbang will affect the obesity? (unfold the wall chart) Here is the last question for you to answer. (Applied) If you have a discussion with the topic, “Mukbang can affect the obesity rate in Korea”, would you agree or disagree? I think it can’t. Like I said, people watch it for satisfaction. It has nothing to do with obesity. (Decide the side with a coin) 

Now, I’m going to give you 5minutes and with your partner, come up with as many reasons as possible for your side. 

How much time do you have? Are you working in pairs? What are we doing? 
Please do not touch the paper until I say begin. 

Are you going to start when I pass the paper? When I say begin? (Distribute the work sheet paper) Let’s begin.

(Monitor and time management. When the time’s up, let Ss line up facing each other. A speaker will hold a marker and then pass it to the opposite team members to speak.)
