Students will be able to tell his/her own stories about nostalgic smells with using vocabulary learned from the class.











Language Skills:


Reading: Reading the text by Fill in the gaps.


Listening: Listening to the text from the audio file and other Ss’ stories.


Speaking: Discussing and sharing Ss’ idea, opinion and Ss’ stories.


Writing: Writing sentences about their memories of certain things.





Language Systems:


Lexis: vocabulary used in describing smells and memories.


(nostalgia, distant, recall, olfactory, recollection, etc.)


Function: use of words in explaining special scents that recall childhoods.


Grammar : past tense, used to + verb











Assumptions:


Students already know:


-> How the class is set up and run.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


If Some students have some difficulties to follow the audio file


->Play one more time


If Students still need to listen to the text to get the answers after playing one more time


->Prepare slower speed audio file and play it.


If time is short


->Cut the time of sharing the student’s stories.


If Students finish their tasks earlier than expected


->Ask as many Ss as possible about their memories remindful of special scents.
